To Support the Migration of UCSB Student Email from Umail to Gmail

Whereas: As it exists today, Umail is an outdated service in regards to interface, storage capacity, applications, and user accessibility, and;

Whereas: Umail costs the University money to host and maintain, and;

Whereas: Google Education Apps provides email services that use modern interfaces, provide 6.5 GB of storage per user, include applications such as Gmail and Google Calendar, and is accessible on all computer and mobile Internet devices, and;

Whereas: Google Education Apps is a service provided to educational institutions at no costs, with no advertising, and;

Whereas: Other university campuses, including UC Davis, are already successfully using Google Education Apps as their email service, and;

Whereas: The recently enacted Instructional Technology Enhancement Initiative provides funding for the University to improve its technological infrastructure, making it an opportune time to consider alternatives to Umail.

Therefore let it be resolved by the Associated Students in the Legislative Council assembled: That students encourage the University to consider adopting Google Education Apps as their student email service.
