Executive Director Report

On the occasion of a scheduled phone vote on June 27, 2013

Senators, submitted for your review and for your minutes.

I. Personnel

A. Cashier Coordinator --

Our search committee has concluded its work and they forwarded three candidates to me. I will be interviewing them, and making my final decision soon.

B. KCSB engineer -- 

The search committee has been interviewing potential candidates and they will be forwarding their candidates to me. I will likely interview their candidates after June 9th.

C. IVTU caseworker, and LRC caseworker --we are recruiting for these positions. The search committees are being formed now, the President's nominations for appointment have been requested.

D. AS Food bank Coordinator and the Living History Project Coordinator positions are currently in recruitment.

E.   I'm reviewing the workload in regards to our environmental affairs and philanthropic giving staff support. Am likely waiting until our students return in Fall to open recruitment; and will await the return of Lisa Corcos to finalize the recruitment process for the Financial Enterprises Analyst.

II. Ongoing Business

A. 6550 Pardall rental:

I have been working on the lease details of the first floor. We are just about ready to review the proposed lease--and are looking to occupy the space in August ( or perhaps as late as September); depending on when current occupants vacate, when the lease is signed and when we can make mandated changes to the space). The required changes include fire alarm, some hardware changes, and installation of extinguishers to be in compliance with fire Marshall.

B. IV Food Co-op:

The agreement is set for signature. Former EVPLA Rhandy Siordia has been negotiating these details for the better part of this past academic year along with Flo Nocar. Their work has been extensive in bringing this to fruition -- please watch out for an upcoming ceremony commemorating this historic agreement. 

C. Finalized and submitted our third IRS document : 990 for 2010. We now have 990s submitted for 2010, 2011, 2012. We continue to challenge our need to submit them but are now minimally compliant with requirements.

III. New Business

A. Space allocations and needs:

The storage containers behind AS annex have been removed from our control. We are needing to distribute furnishings that we currently have and/or store them off campus in order to hold on to them until we finalize lease of IV Annex offices. 

Many of our AS operations are located in temporary spaces and we need a permanent home. Some conversations are being held about possible inclusion into a UCen renovation led by our AS President. He, our staff managers and myself have discussed several options which I'm sure he will share with you.

B. Renovation of Conf room:

We are installing a TV into the wall of the Nati Conference room in a shelving unit. We will be posting how this new resource will be used by all occupants, once installed.

C-3. Executive Officer Reports 
a. AS President Jonathan Abboud

1) University Center

Last Wednesday myself, my chief of staff, and commissioner on facilities and development met with Vice Chancellors Marc Fisher and Michael Young, Director of Planning Chuck Haines, UCen Director Gary Lawrence, and Chair of the UCen Mayur Prajabti.

At my suggestion, any referenda we put forth should be a bit open ended so it can adapted to what future students want.

Further, we talked about putting Counseling and Career Services in the UCen (on a new floor/level), as well as CLAS and the A.S. Bike Shop. The idea is to put these essential services all together to centralize traffic. The Bike Shop and the area were Counseling will both be replaced by academic halls in the near future too. This would also create more CLAS rooms and free up the CLAS rooms at the SRB for resource centers for Veterans, DREAM students, and former foster youth.

2) AS Endowment

My Commissioner on Budget and Finance and I met with Beverly Colgate, VC for Development, to begin the conversation of what an AS Endowment will look like. She was very optimistic about its success in terms of donors giving to it. I will need to draft a mission statement and rules/regulations for the money which I will put forward to the Senate for approval before moving forward with seeking out donors. Once we reach $1,000,000 - this endowment could be generating $60,000 a year in new income for AS.

3) Online Education

Met with Executive Vice Chancellor Gene Lucas and online ed was brought up. He said the campus has a commitment to preserving the classroom experience and there is no intention to degrade that at UCSB. He mentioned there is a campus committee on online education chaired by Executive Dean Melvin Oliver, my attempts at contacting Dean Oliver have been unsuccessful, so I will be calling his office tomorrow. Gene Lucas did not know if Oliver had students on the committee

4) Appointments

I've appointed a few more people to the Academic Senate/Admin Advisory Committees as well as a few positions in AS. 

5) Program Review Panel

This is a campus committee that reviews the academic programs at UCSB. It meets every wednesday from 1pm-3pm. We need someone on this who is not elected. Please assist me in seeking out strong, critical, thinkers for this committee. They can apply at http://coc.as.ucsb.edu/senate.php
6) Activity Card

The administration was approached by company who sells memberships for their discount card. It will cost 20 dollars a student, totaling to a campus cost of $400,000. It will give students small discounts on activities around CA. I personally found this to be a waste of money which can be better used in other areas, especially since the discounts were not very enticing. They want the student opinion before making any moves and I plan to recommend to not make this purchase.

7) Alumni

A) I attended the Alumni Association Board of Directors meeting. It was enjoyable getting to know our active alumni. There was a strong push during the meeting to encourage Alumni Advocacy along with philanthropy. I know Scott has a good idea about this and it will be definitely be something my office will be supporting.

B) My Director of Alumni Affairs and I met to discuss some plans to increase alumni engagement:

1) Senior Networking Night

2) Continue work on the Alumni Mentorship Program with Career Services

3) Increase the planning of Senior events the last month of school

4) Research the Student Alumni Associations at other schools to begin one here

5) Plan an AS reunion during the All Gaucho Reunion

6) Work to develop specific reunions for the different cultural groups on campus. In 2013 the Alumni Association planned the first reunion for black identified Gauchos to a resounding success.

8) The CA State budget passed! Therefore, there will be a meeting of the Chancellor's Committee on Budget Strategy tomorrow. A very inconvenient time for students since we've all left. I will be asking to correct this in the future.

9) I'm still looking for people to serve on the search committees for Parking Services Director, Executive Vice Chancellor, and Vice Chancellor for Admin Services. I believe they will be hiring a UCen Director in Fall as well. Please email me if you are interested. I will not be choosing, the Office of the Chancellor will be.

10) Week of Welcome

Met with the Office of Student Life about it. We are excited to have their firm support on this idea and planning should begin in early July. I need a firm head count of Senators willing to be deeply involved in this project.
