a. Kailah- sent out 2 offers: Artist A 5k (rejected), Artist B (out rn), Artist C passed no contingencies for slot 3, 4 & 5, sent out new avails in the email, wants to discuss slots 3, 4 & 5, thinks Artist D would be really good 
b. Bryan- thinks Artist D would be really good, played Coachella, EDC, LIB, advocating for her 
c. Sarah- Thinks Artist B is worth 45k, advocating for Artist D, also thinks Artist E would be better than Artist D 
d. Kiyomi- thinks Artist D would be better for the hub 
e. Bethel- Advocating for Artist E 
f. Bryan- Concerned with rap heavy/ hiphop/ r&b
g. Sarah/ Kiyomi: they think we should go for Artist B and maybe sacrifice 5th slot 
h. Carla: Should talk about Artist E, super cool and up and coming, played coachella & flog, different genre with lead singer being a girl 
i. Niko- think’s Artist E is up and coming a few shows in LA that sold out back to back, did the benefit concert with Artist F, think it adds to the diversity 
j. Anthony- wants to third Artist E and talk about Artist G, have a connection to Artist H 
k. Sticking with going after Artist I for 4th slot 
2. Hub Show- 05/08
a. Artist J is available, has not gotten confirmation if Artist C would look at 15k
b. Artist K another strong option, may fall too much into the R&B realm 
c. Kailah- advocates for Artist D
d. Bryan- Artist D produces music in unique way, great artist for Hub.
e. Anthony- Artist J best option, already passed him for earlier show. Fits genre we haven’t had yet. 1.3m monthly listeners. Saw frat guys at his set at Coachella, I’ve heard them around IV.
f. Meagan- seconds what Anthony said, good option for genre diversity, articles written on them, also thinks Artist C
g. Kelsey- Artist L, Haven’t brought any bands,  2.4 m spotify listners, more than anyone else on this list, would bring out diff crowd
h. Kem- If Artist C goes for u 15, she’s most up and coming, most spotify listeners, if she’s available she’s the best. If not, Artist J on same level as Artist M, Artist N, Artist O, he’s the second best. 
i. Nat- Is it certain she wouldn't accept with video wall? Second what Kem says pending response we recieve, also think Artist D would be great, could get a great support given her range. Female DJ, not many in industry rn. 
j. Kiyomi- Artist D around for a long time, name discussed previously. If not, Artist J would be good. Artist D v popular, has done very well, up coming shows doing well. IF now Artist J, Artist C. 
k. Elizabeth- Push for Artist J, nice break from rap and electronic. Played tropicalia, had really big crowd. Would be nice to have a diff genre in Hub
3. Hub Show- 05/29
a. Bryan- Artist P, sold out red rocks, sold out bill graham, support by Artist Q. Really dope option, worth pursuing. If we went for him for the 29, we should do Artist K on the 8. 
4. Artist R- 05/21
a. Kiyomi- wanted to bring it up again, bill it as ‘Artist R, engage in change’, not tying directly to memorial in advertisements, implicitly involved. Looking into having one of the fathers of one of the familes introduce him, he’ll touch on IV shooting, speech both social activism, gun reform. Hoping to announce April 29, depends on X release. Student tix on sale first, general after. Monday the 6, General the 8 (still have to talk to Emma). 50/50 vs ⅔ / ⅓?  
b. Sarah- Have to make sure to clarify, “if there are tickets left over after the first day of sales, THEN GA goes on sale”. 
c. Ryanne- think we should prioritize student tickets, then open up to GA
d. Wait for tickets to run out? Or reserve tickets for GA?
e. Nat- Justin sectioned off GA, student tickets went on sale, 
f. Informal vote- majority votes for reserve ⅔ for students, ⅓ for General

I. NEW BUSINESS
1. Bands Showcase- 05/22
a. Kem- originally going to reschedule BOTB, might be easier and effective to be a showcase. Headed towards end of year so prizes might not be feasible. Want to allow them to perform, community building opportunity. 3 bands down to do it. Could go in two directions- leave it with those three and book a band on lower budget (4k); or have it just be local bands, could open submissions up. Alot going on,

i. MD- 23 is anniversary of shooting, trying to do memorial walk. Not good counter programming for that. 
j. Ryanne- lecture is low maintenance, movie is low maintenance. Sounds like we’ve decided on Wednesday.
