G. PREVIEW OF THE WEEK
1. BotBs – 2/12
Chrystal: We're waiting on the confirmation of one last judge. One of the bands has a member in both bands (Jeremy of Yonder and Hidden Fractals). HF stated that they just want to perform at the Hub for the sake of performing and will accept a disqualification to keep Jeremy in both bands. How do we feel about that? Keep in mind we have 5 slots but only 6 submissions. 

Hubert: I feel like we shouldn’t force them to want to win, so if that's what they want, then ok, let them play. So we would have to announce beforehand that this band is disqualified and still let them play? 

Chrystal: That's what I don't know. It's a sticky situation. How would that look to the other 4 bands if we just let 1 band play just for fun?

Carla: When you say it's not fair to the other bands, what do you mean?

Chrystal: I mean the 6th submission that didn't get chosen. Instead of having 4 bands compete and 1 band play for fun, we could let the 6th band perform because they likely do really care about the prize. It's a waste of a spot. 

Carla: Well, we did already pick them and what's the difference between disqualifying them now/letting them play and letting them play/disqualifying them during the voting process?

Leo: I think this goes to show what bands really want: A chance to perform onstage as opposed to the prize.  I think we should let them play, and if they win, we'll give the spot to the runner up

Chiocchi: I think the fact that they're letting the prize go in order to perform on the Hub stage with a great system really shows the spirit of Battle of the Bands. We should let them play. We chose them at the listening party, so they deserve to be there. Above all, BotB is a showcase of talent, and prize is secondary. 

Bo: What does the conflicting member play? 

Chrystal: Guitar.

Bo: They could still perform without him, right? We should just make him pick one band to perform in. 

Chiocchi: So if HF wins, can they record with Jeremy even if he didn't perform with them?

Marilyn: Yes, we're not going to micromanage how they use their studio time. 

Brandon: We had the same problem last year. Both bands still wanted to win a prize and neither were ok with disqualification so we made the member choose one band. This is a different situation, of course, but this is what happened last year. 

Wes: I think the purpose of the event is wanting to win, so I think if they don't care about winning, they should not be playing. If you just want to play in front of an audience, there are other venues you can choose. 

Serena: I agree with Wes. If they insist on keeping Jeremy, we shouldn’t let them play. There are a lot of opportunities for performances in IV. That way, the 6th band who really wants to play for a prize wont feel robbed. 

Marilyn: The difference is that knowing in advance that they weren’t qualified. We wouldn’t let other bands perform if we knew they weren’t qualified before the show. 

Chiocchi: I have to disagree. We picked this band, so they've earned the spot. This is a unique opportunity for bands and they should get to perform, even if they forgo winning.

MD: If we found out that a band had no UCSB students before the show, would you still let them play?

Chiocchi: No, but this is different

MD: But there are rules that you adhere to and if they don’t adhere to the rules, they aren’t qualified and they shouldn’t be there

Chiocchi: But we don’t have a rule specific to this situation. Plus, there is a rule that says ASPB can amend the rules as needed. I think we should be able to fit it to this specific situation.

Hubert: If we don't let them play, this sets a precedent for bands that if they know there is an issue with their qualifications, they’ll keep it from us until the day of instead of being honest with us early on, like HF did. 

Chiocchi: If there wasn’t a prize, would we even care? Not to sound like a broken record, but the whole discussion we had about having X as the BotB prize brought up the fact that we need to find bands that will want to play for the sake of playing and not for a super awesome prize. Adhering to the rules that puts the focus on the prize goes against the spirit of BotB.

I. NEW BUSINESS
1. Spring Films
Ben: I emailed out the list of next week's films.

Bo: Magic Lantern screened Nightcrawler earlier this quarter.

Kate: It was packed. I don’t know if people will come to ours.

Carla: Going back to the discussion about films, we need to put more emphasis on the quality of the films we're showing an letting them speak for themselves. Having well-rated films will help. There is a big difference between the film turnouts between this year and last year.

Chiocchi: I think Into the Woods will tank with our audiences. It has a bad audience score on Rotten Tomatoes. 

Ben: I talked with MD today. Each film is $600-$900. Indie films are $200. I want to propose the idea of not having Free Tuesday Movies next quarter. I know it's a tradition, but we could use that money for something else, because it's clear where not reaching the students here and getting the maximum value of what we're paying. 

Hubert: We should absolutely lose Into The Woods if we want to. We're hitting the throwbacks a little too hard. We usually only have 1 per quarter. It's tough to get people out to see movies that they already have seen, or own, or can find on Netflix and HBO GO. And if they are throwbacks, they need to be huge, huge films, like Pokemon Movie or Pulp Fiction. I don’t know that people will really come out to see Goodfellas on a Tuesday night. We need to get on our game early and grab these movies before Magic Lantern does. Now that you’ve mentioned losing the film series in general, this may light a fire and inspire us to do better. Christina, can you speak on this? What did you do last year?

Christina L.: There are two websites with film release schedules that I checked weekly or biweekly, and as soon as I saw something that I wanted, I emailed the rep and booked it, even if it was 6 months out. There's no set time that we should try and book films. It just needs to be as soon as we see they're available or we lose them.

Chiocchi: I don’t know how I feel about completely cancelling the films next quarter. We can reduce it to every other week. We should offer something.

Michael: I am down for rebranding the films and having an art house/indie series. That would be really cool. I am not sure how the study body would receive that, and we would really have to be on Publicity, but that would be really exciting.

Kate: Kinotek had a good model of filling that void. Magic Lantern gets all the blockbusters and Kinotek took care of all the rest. It would take a lot of work to rebrand, but that would be cool. In addition, I remember we did special pre-releases events. How do we go about that?

Christina L: In general, the studios reached out to us for those special events and not the other way around. Even when I did try and reach out, it was difficult to get a response.

Bo: We definitely should not screen movies that are already on Netflix and HBO GO.

Alex: Well if it looks like its a battle between us and magic Lantern and its inevitable that we lose...

Ben and Marilyn: But it's not inevitable.

Kate: Magic Lantern also has a better relationship with the film distributors.

Hubert: It's not that studios like Magic Lantern better because it's run by an adult and give them an advantage; that's not our problem. The problem is that we're just not on our game this quarter.

Wes: We need to bring more popular feel-good movies, like Airplane, Mulan, etc. That would draw a crowd.

Diddy: Pixar movie quarter?

Ben: Anything is possible!

Wes: We can also focus more on lawn movies.

Carla: We should have a separate meeting to discuss all this.

Zach: I think quitting the movies cold-turkey is a bad idea. We should screen some of them, the best ones. 

Chiocchi: Side note on Selma: I may be able to get talent from the movie for an event. That would be really cool. Especially if it was in Pollock. 

Ben: I will set up a meeting for this. I like the idea of having movies more spaced out, 1 or 2 a month and make sure they're really in demand.
