1. G-Eazy

a. ZB: Packed house. Shoutout to hospitality and runners. Very hectic. Came with 2 tour busses. Very reluctant to move Load in bus from load in zone. They were very argumentative. They did not comply with rules, but they moved the bus eventually. Carla had to go and get the bus driver from a hotel. They weren’t being helpful at all. LED wall is not something that is normally done. Venue lights were shifted around, but that normally should not happen. We had to switch riders last second. Production people were not particularly friendly. The actual show was good. People were given passes from the crew and they had to consistently be removed from side of stage. G-Eazy was very nice. They were happy with show overall.

b. Sophia: 816 attendance.

c. Hubert:  Book might have been bigger than the venue. Artist seemed frustrated with limitations from venue. Great crowd reception of artist over all. 

d. Brandon: We are required by law to provide earplugs. Be aware of artists on tour asking for too much hospitality stuff for bus stock.

e. Ben: We aren’t allowed to buy clothing for hospitality. Sometimes we have to take a stand. Don’t let yourself be abused by people on tour. Student reaction has been very positive. Police requested 6 additional officers last minute. We had only agreed to pay for two, but now we have to pay for 4. 8 ejections, 1 public intoxication, 1 citation for alcohol. They said officers were needed to manage the crowd.

f. Christina: Start saying no to people in crew. We were a little too accommodating at first, but then it got completely out of hand. If you need help, ask for it. Some people got pretty aggressive and seemed entitled.
