F. WEEK IN REVIEW

1. AS Recruitment Fair—had problems with the bouncy house.  Not many people came down to the tabling; get there early to get a good table.

2. How to get involved fair-Super fun, lots of people.  A lot of people interested in volunteering and overall a very successful event.  People are excited about who we are and what we are doing.  We made them like us on facebook and follow us on instagram to get a shirt.  Downside—no music.   Bo got 10 sheets of volunteers and it took 2 hours to enter them all in.

3. AS Student Leadership Retreat Orientation-Ben went and it went well.  A lot of planning went into the conference and they got a lot of positive feedback.  Weather was really hot.  Next year he recommends that all attend; networking opportunities are very good—good way to meet and make connections with student groups.

4. Welcome Back Lagoon Movie-There was a problem with power that was cleared up.  A big turn out for the movie; screen people were nice.
