i. Pruitt- pushing five events isn’t very difficult. The outcome might not be very high. It is important for Board to want it, or else publicity will not work. 

ii. Masumoto- His name will not be able to garner enough attention. Perhaps if the ticket prices were a little lower we could draw in a bigger crowd.

iii. Nolan- ticket prices should definitely be lower. We can draw from the DJ community in IV. Because it’s dance music, there is definitely the possibility to bring an audience. We must definitely consider the campus at large, not just if we are interested. We should not let our own personal ideas affect the way we vote. We should be voting based on the facts.

iv. Marilyn-Battle of the Bands is the last Wednesday of February.

v. Gudino- there is a lot for us to publicize come February. Everyone has to be on top of their responsibilities. Think of everything that we are taking on, especially the dates that they all take place because the calendar is packed.

vi. Kirkland- we should definitely lower the ticket price. That way we can draw more people.

vii. Stasiuk-cannot remember the last time we had a successful person who was popular for being in another group. We should find an artist that can stand alone rather than someone who gets popularity from another group.

viii. Cubbison- if we don’t go with Lunice, we should definitely think of someone else. EDM is a very popular genre here and we will get a lot of backlash if we do not have an EDM act.

ix. Nwuzi- the price is definitely a deal breaker. We cannot ask students to pay so much.

x. Hubert- Considering all the shows we are putting up, we need to think about the students and their own personal budget. We will get a so-so turnout if we have so many shows. Because people will only show up to a few because they cannot afford to buy tickets for all of our events.
