F. WEEK IN REVIEW
1. Sausage Party 11/15 – 

a. Kailah - First Showing we had 187 (highest attendance for the first showing all quarter), Second showing we had 441. 

b. Sam - We didn’t have any quarter sheets at the second showing so for future shows we should make sure to have enough for both showings. 

2. Bad Santa 2 11/16 – 

a. Kailah - We had around 50 people at the film. It was a bit on the higher side than what I expected, the event didn’t do so well at other campuses as well. This went relatively well. 

3. XXYYXX and Andrew Luce 11/17 – 

a. Shahar - XXYYXX and Andrew Luce – Hospitality, thank you for the lamps, room set up on time. Both artists arrived late, our opener was appreciative of the hospitality items and the opportunity to open. Andrew was very communicative in the beginning of the night and was then texted that he would be in IV and would show up himself. He showed up 10 minutes before the set to start, it was extremely rushed but he just came on stage. When he arrived he added more people to his comp list but it was also in the contract so it was fine. We gave Andrew a total of 5 wristbands, but more people from his group started asking for more. We just need more communication with who needs to be backstage and who can be on stage after his wristbands are distributed. XXYYXX arrived halfway through Andrew’s set and stayed to greet with fans after. Neither artist had requested a sound check and there were minor problems. We need to make sure production is more noticeable by either t-shirts or wristbands. XXYYXX requested no lights, to minimal lighting. We had the lights turned off but that was a safety hazard since the emergency exits were not visible. If this was communicated earlier in the night we could’ve fixed the problem, but in the future we just need more communication between coordinators, Jill, MD and everyone. For tickets, at one point they weren’t scanning because the time zone was inputted wrong. People were complaining about the ticket prices at the door, but if people buy tickets earlier they might not have this problem. The beer garden was out of control, I think we had new hires there. We are having a post-event for this show to talk about security and CSO’s. The manager said the show went really well and is highly interested in doing a college tour. Tickets - 533 ; Attendance - 492

b. Chiocchi - The sound was really loud, but like damaging your head loud by the speakers. For the lights it would be cool if publication can have a heads up if it’s going to be dark or have minimal lighting. None of our artists tend to sign the posters in the hospitality room, so hospitality needs to be clearer about those. 

c. Josue - We did have problems with the fact that they didn’t sound check. When Andrew Luce plugged in it went on really loud. When he turned up, it was loud. XXYYXX didn’t know how to wire it. It was an awkward 2 minutes of panicking to realize that it was just that. 

d. Sam - Please please please remember to bring out the volunteer list. There was a ticket problem with the scanners, this has happened before. Ray accidentally put the wrong time zone. It said that the event didn’t exist. Went to the ticket office, fixed the problem, we just got to make sure Ray catches that. There were four extra comps that were given out by ticket office employees. We should not have anybody from security leaving their post. 

e. MD - We had insurance problems with Andrew Luce. They talked with us days before, and with them not having the correct insurance. We are including the minimums for insurance in our offers from now on. People need to get permission to videotape on campus, or they are not supposed to. There were some complaints from the miller people about not being able to see. 

f. Bo - Maybe we should require a sound check, or at least a line check to make sure that everything runs smoothly. When we are doing the pre-email with management maybe we can set it during email how many people they are allowed to invite backstage. 

g. Faith - Jill told me the other day that one of the beer garden CSO’s was just sitting in a booth and texting. Another thing we need to do is buy office supplies, we need more sharpies since artists traditionally take them. 

h. Sylvester - XXYYXX went down to the beer garden and then walked back to their backroom. It is out of our policy, but there was like beer spilling everywhere. 

i. Ernie - I’m going to draft up an information table job sheet for the day of the show. Maybe this could be something that is designated when we are choosing Hosp/Runners for the show. 

4. Poetry Club 11/20 – 

a. Taylor - This went really really well. It was about two hours of SLAM poetry, lots of musical people, lots of talent. 

b. Katie - They were all really easy to work it. 

c. Sarah - I was in the audience and AS Program Board got a lot of shoutouts. Frankie is awesome. 

5. Posterchild 11/21 – 

a. Burrow - This was today, a local group. It went really well, singer was really talented. This was a decent turnout of 40-60 folks in and out. Make sure we share this next time via Facebook. It was a good show, and the tuition hike walkout didn’t really interfere with the show either.
