I. NEW BUSINESS 

1. Ecen show (4/2, 4/3, 4/4)
a. Sharma- Artist is offered to Stanford on the 4th, which is the same date we want to do it. I’d rather have it passed so that we can move along. It doesn’t look too probable right now because Stanford is planning on making it a free event for their students. Want to pass all three dates just to be able to talk about this and move on. If this doesn’t work out, I will try to plan a free Storke show.
b. Cubbi- let’s go forth. If there is any chance that we can do this, we should definitely do this. I would love to make this happen if it’s possible.
2. AS Restructuring 
a. Gudino- Just a brief rundown on how we will be restructured. Basically, senate is trying to restructure AS. This means that we would be a unit and they would be able to appoint our commissioner. 
b. Sharma- When Cubbi, Amalia, and I went to the meeting at Pardall center, he said that he would not mess with our autonomy. I do not like this.

c. Cubbi- Very upset because we know what we are doing. I do not think that someone should be able to come in and pretend to know what is good for us. He lied to our faces. We function as a group and we’re all good at what we do. This upsets me because he is really trying to change our methods. Although we are being grouped with other groups that are important, we are not doing the same things. I plan on fighting this.

d. Bentz- We have had a lot of meetings about this. I have mentioned that Program Board is not okay with this. We are meeting soon about this and I want to properly represent ASPB.

e. Stasiuk- This is not a good idea. It does not make sense. Let’s not fix something that isn’t broken. Why does Program Board need this?

f. Pineira- The problem I have with this is that Jonathan says that he doesn’t want to corrupt our autonomy. If this student government really is a student government, I do not think we have any power over this. We can suggest anything, but unfortunately, I don’t think we can do something about it. How do we fix this? 

g. Gudino- I have communicated with everyone about these meetings but no one has shown up (other than Cubbi and Adi). It is important that we voice our opinions. Everyone is invited to this meeting on Friday. 

h. Nolan- It is starting to look like this is his “badge of honor.” I don’t understand what he’s trying to fix. I don’t think this is a way to address this. Is he physically capable of showing up to every meeting and be directly involved on the candidates who are going to apply. This is very troublesome.

i. Yamamoto- It is very important that we show up on Friday.

j. Bentz- It is not just program board we are fixing. However, all of the other BCC’s need someone who isn’t associated in any way. There is a lot more than just these units. We are just looking at a small portion of this structure.

k. Simons- I agree with Brandon. What matters is what is written down, not what they tell us. We might be a very small portion of the equation, but we do matter.

l. Marilyn- Senate ultimately votes on this, so you should be there to represent your own views. 

m. Bentz- this is based off of Davis’ structure. Davis is running a very efficient A.S. If it works, why shouldn’t we do this.

n. Hashemian - We do not have the answers to everything. You need to come to the meetings.

o. Gudino- BC4 meeting this Friday, 3:00PM most likely at the GSA. I will let everyone know.

a. Masumoto- Thinking of doing February 5th. I skipped the middle week due to midterms.
b. Nolan- Talked to Matt and he thinks that we should do this all the time. Not worried about publicity for this event. It sells itself.
