Levine: Are we supposed to regulate attendance for R-rated movies?

Marilyn: If they are visibly underage, we cannot let them in.
2.Gio’s Open Mic 1/28
Chiocchi: Having it 2 weeks in row didn’t detract from attendance. Over 20 performers. There were issues with the stand-up comedians from ATO. 2 members lost a bet with their brothers and had to do stand-up. The first one ran over time and we had to cut him off. He made fun of fem studies and women. The 2nd comedian was a disaster. Totally offensive. Made fun of more fem studies, and how the police never found the gang rapists, how being PC is stupid, and how he wished there weren’t any student groups. Even his brothers were clearly surprised by what he was saying. We cut him off as soon as we could. We did not address it right then and there, which perhaps we should have. But we wanted to just get him off ASAP, plus someone was filming. How do we address this? Ban all stand-up? Hopefully not because that is a popular segment of Open Mic. Or we can disclaim that it’s our right to cut them off if we find their jokes too offensive. I don’t want to have to censor.
Hubert: I don't think we should ban stand-up comedians. We get a lot of them. We get 5-6 regulars who always come and give it their best. I mean, we get a fair level of political incorrectness. I also don’t like the idea of banning the whole frat. I’m ok to ban him. Even his brothers realized it was bad. I’m totally down for giving a disclaimer at the beginning that we have the right to cut performers off. In my own personal opinion, not addressing it right then and there was the right thing to do. I was the MC. I wanted to just get him offstage and move on. But it was rough. Let's not ban stand-up.
MD: “Banning” it is a strong word. I suggested to Christina to not have comedy for the next couple Open Mics and cool off. We should have our MCs responding to it right away because if we let it slide, people will attach our name to these types of jokes. Instead, the MC can make it clear that performers should keep it respectful and allow the space to be safe. We can also make people sign a little agreement to keep it respect when they sign up.
Levine: We should not ban stand up. If we want to take some time to cool off, we can pitch it as “Tonight, we're going to focus on music only” or something. Or in our event descriptions, we can warn people not to tell inappropriate jokes. Or offensive jokes? I'm not sure how we would word that because it's a fine line. All stand-up has a little bit of offensive comments
Brandon: Have we gotten any feedback from the public?
Sophia: My friend posted a big FB status and she just went off about how she was so offended and couldn’t believe hat she was hearing. A lot of people commented, too. But this was not on our FB page and wasn’t directed at us but at the performer.
Timmy: We don’t have an Open Mic Night planned for a while, so the cool off period has already started. I don’t think its necessary to take a comedy break

Hubert: I agree. I think we have two really awesome options between either Artist 1 or 2. No research will sway me one way or another. Both would be a great idea.
Diddy: Is there anyone who would feel more comfortable voting on 2 spot after we hear back from 1 spot?
Ben: The only issue with that is timing. If we wait, we could lose both by next week. I'd rather decide now.
Bo: Did we completely rule out Artist 4 at the last meeting?
Ben: No, we just had our discussion centered around Artist 1 and 2. If you really like Artist 4, you can make a case for them.
Bo: Ok, I really like them. My friend said they put on a great set and it’s a nice break from EDM.
Hubert: I think we have a lot of really good rap options for 3 or 4 spot, whereas not so strong EDM options for 3 and 4. I think it would be best to round out the lineup with EDM at 2 spot and a really good rap artist for 3 or 4 spot.
Levine: Artist 2 is now or never at this spot at this prize. I don’t think we will be able to get them next year. This is their breakout year.
Diddy: For Artist 2, no matter who follows them, they will outshine them. They may be the main draw and tire people out before the headliner.
Brandon: We do have to be sensitive to energy drops that are too dramatic. Even so, I don’t' think the energy difference between Artist 1 and 2 will be too great.
Ben: Informal vote #1: 15 for Artist 2. Informal vote #2: 18 to 2 for Artist 2.

ZB: Does anyone remember how SBTRKT went? He also played right around or in between Coachella. I remember going and it was full. There are a lot of people who just can’t afford to go to Coachella. I have no doubts that a show with them will sell, but I am just worried about the date. What do we think of them if they are available later? Do we like this artist overall but just don’t like the date?
Diddy: Yes. I love this show, it’s a great show. But I don’t like this date.
Carla: I agree
Chiocchi: I think that we should still do this show. It's a treat for students who cant go to Coachella.
Levine: They are only getting bigger. We need to book them now or we’ll have to wait until they are big enough to fill the Ecen.
2.Valentines Day Photobooth
Bo: It's the same photographer as the Holiday photos. He really liked working with us. I extended it to 3 days to accommodate more students. I have 3 budgets. It just depends on how long we all want the shifts to be. It is 2, 3, or 4 hours. Also, we can change the location as MD suggested. I like the Ucen because it's very public and everyone knows where it is.
Chrystal: We can do Corwin. Feel free to ask him for better backdrops because I did for Holiday photos and he gave me better ones.
Chiocchi: I see the issue with using the Ucen Lobby, but I think people walking by and seeing what we are doing was a big part of why it was so successful. If we did this at Corwin, the publicity has to be really, really, really, strong.
Leo: If we did this at the Ucen, will this really get as many people as for the holiday photos? It's not like we're going to have a long line of couples waiting to take a picture. Christmas photos are understandable, but this is a smaller holiday
Marilyn: I actually think that we will get even more people because it is already well-known.
Ben: Should we have people Like our FB page before they are allowed to take a photo? I think we should do a 4-hour shift. This is uncharted territory, and this way, if it's successful, we'll know, and if it's not, we'll know for next time.
ZB: Instead of moving outside or to another place, can we just arrange the line a little better? I agree that we shouldn’t move it to Corwin. We'll lose a lot of people
