2. Need a landscape architect to work on the project. looking at the committee to see if we can hire a landscaper to work with the leveling of the land

3. Stacy: what is the status of the people in the building?

4. Dennis: The people in the building are okay 

5. Kevin: What is the timeline for this? 

6. Dennis: 2-3 months to write the contract, get people on board and do the work. 

7. Stacy: Ballpark price? 

8. Dennis: To get their services, $15K

9. Steve: Just for the design.

10. Dennis: We try and get projects under $50K, so then there doesn’t need to be a bid. But I’m not sure if we can get under $50K here. 

11. Stacy: Looking for us to fund the concept drawing?

12. Dennis: Yes

13. Kevin: And they aren’t they going to help fund?

14. Dennis: No, this was part of the concept with the creation of the building and the dean put it down immediately. 

15. Dennis: They would be done with the concept drawings at the end of the summer 

16. Stacy: I’m inclined to just say yes because we’ve been trying to do this for over a year

17. Dennis: I can go ask them for an estimate for the planning 

F-3. Bike Path Improvements at San Rafael/Ocean Road Crossing
1. Lot 22 and San Raf, the faculty club and IV. 
2. Dennis: Parking services just wants to get as many parking spots as much as possible for money. I found that it was underserved. So this plan moves the driveways, added few more curb spots, made a pedestrian circulation. The major change is on the pedestrian/bike negotiation to and from IV theater to campus. Moving the intersection to Trigo. Enlisted housing vice chancellor. Parking will pay for some, housing will pay for some too as well. This is a long term, and have hired an engineering company to work on this, probably won’t get started until next summer 

3. Tiffany: Do you know how much bike committee would be paying for and which portion?
4. Jamey: There is a stop sign that is there, what would happen with that? 

5. Dennis: Assume the traffic engineer would do that 

6. Dennis: there are probably irrigation stations we’ll need to work around and some big trees

7. Concerns about childcare drop-off, but this is a long term project and will be discussing this next academic year 

8. Lianna: There are some bike parking issue in the clusters, so I was wondering what I would do for that

9. Dennis: RHA would do that

F-4. LSB Lot/ Ortega Lot 
1. Lianna: They aren’t peak racks and when people need to get out go in, the rows are close and it is hard to get through the aisle. 

2. Gerald: Are these the racks from noble?

3. Dennis: I just take old racks and put them together to put them there. VC Fisher thinks we can build a lot and put them into a permanent lot in the road

4. Gerald: So that is dependent on Bioengineering 
5. Dennis: And after the maintenance that is going through the residence hall area and up the roadway

6. Gerald: With the south hall lot, we’re going to do more enforcement, the lot is just not as utilized. 

7. Jamey: It seems like there is more demand and less supply

8. Gerald: There is a lot of demand, this was only designed for Kerr and Girvetz
9. The demand is higher because of the opening of the new library entrance

10. Seems like more of an education issue here. 
11. Current solution is to just go in and impound bikes or move them to other lots to introduce the option of parking in different lots. The south hall lot is rarely used but serves the area as well. 
F-5. Bike Pumps 

1. Jamey: Air Kits, seven pumps that are all over campus, they aren’t doing very well. They are made of steel and are breaking down. A welder is trying to figure out how to keep them going. Instead of swapping parts we want to remake it. To get the stainless steel, they have to buy a lot and he wants to try it first before committing to all 7. 
2. Steve: Are there other pumps? 
3. Jamey: They are expensive. This is a solution I’m looking into
F-6. CSO

1. Gerald: We’re looking to make new videos for all the different issues. 

2. Gerald: looking for extra information, focusing mostly on laws and policies 

Dennis: looking to build a replacement lecture hall for Campbell in the parking lot. And there are two more academic buildings going up by Broida, trailer and one story lecture hall will be taken down, engineering and physical science. But they will all have bike parking issues. 

Stacy: when do they want to build these things?
