ii. Stacy: Who are the performers? Can they get chairs for free from any campus orgs? What are these drinks? Really liked this event last year. Would be willing to fund at least $440 for drinks, $262 for sound equipment rental from ASPB, $350 for heating tray rentals, $200 (out of $390) for advertisement = $1252.
