For example, in the past all honoraria for CAB Foundation board members has come from the CAB account (#320). It is the COC's (Community Outreach Coordinator, Monte) charge to advertise for CAB Foundation to the Santa Barbara community in order to acquire funding requests from community groups. That is why she is also a member of CAB Foundation. So all advertising costs should come from the COC's budget line. However, when CAB experienced budget issues last year, CAB Foundation chose to fund their own operational costs such as honoraria and parts of advertising. This practice will continue as the board does want to eventually become financially separated from CAB. Since there does seem to be a limited CAB budget and the current advertisement does advertise for both groups, my request is that CAB and CAB Foundation split the costs 50/50. Therefore, the CAB allocation for the advertisement would be $222.50.”
