VII. FUNDED PROJECT UPDATE

SPR09-01 Devereux Slough Monitoring Program:

Friday Gee met with Tara Longwell at Coal Oil Point and later met Ryan. Gee visited 3 different sites, observed water quality testing and fish trapping. Gee was informed that most interns stay each quarter and that it was an overall positive experience. Although it was a low-budget funding, the Devereux Slough Monitoring Program is a success.

VIII. BUSINESS

1.     Representative Report

a.     EAB: Copenhagen applications were last submitted Wednesday afternoon. Committee is scoring answers to questions at the present time and will announce the admitted applicants November 5th. EAB’s “Adopt A Block” was successful following Halloween and EAB’s Environmental Education has begun rapid success. CSC retreat is this weekend in Santa Cruz where Environmental Education will present as well. Next meeting for EAB: Nov. 3 at 07:00PM.

b.     Surfrider: a lot of cigarette buts were found along the beach on last Sunday’s beach clean-up. There is a proposed survey for ordinance for smoking on the beach. Already, 90% of beaches have a ban against smoking. Another beach clean-up is scheduled for Saturday and the next meeting is Wednesday, November 4 at 08:00PM.

c.     Legislative Council: short meeting. Upset that the Nexus report gave a negative view of Copenhagen without any detailed facts. Leg council has been informed that minors in the sports department have already been cut and the figures for funding were inaccurate.

                        The Santa Barbara Ambassadors of the Environment (AOTE) outdoor environmental education program at El Capitan Canyon program inspires local youth with a sense of hope by providing them the knowledge and tools to be better stewards of the local coastal and littoral environment through positive action. Ocean Futures Society, (creator and implementer of AOTE) trains and maintains UCSB interns as instructors of the Ambassadors program for the length of their education at UCSB. Ambassadors provide UCSB student-interns with training, education, experience, and part time employment. Ambassadors provide local youth and UCSB interns with the tools, knowledge and experience to live more sustainable and gently on our local coastal and terrestrial resources. This project educates the greater local community and UCSB interns.

FALL09-21            Oil in the Channel Exhibit
Channel inhabitants have used oil for over 6,000 years. Oil in the Channel will chronicle the history of this prized resource by integrating interactive video, models and artifacts. The exhibit will begin with how oil is formed and found, then address early uses for oil and tar, noting the existence of oil seeps, and discuss the early asphaltum mines that provided raw material for paving roads. The exhibit will have interactive lift panels capturing cross-sections of seafloor strata. Models of a survey ship, hydrophones and drill ship will offer greater insight into the discovery process. Student interns will be involved in the development. The project will also outreach to UCSB.
