Functionality of San Clemente Constructed Wetlands for Storm Water Treatment

CCBER is seeking funding to continue a comprehensive monitoring program of the created wetlands and bioswales at the San Clemente restoration project in order to determine the extent of treatment received by stormwater running through the system.  CCBER hopes to use the scientifically documented success of the project to teach other restoration entities, developers, researchers and students of the value of created wetlands for water treatment.  By increasing the amount of data regarding these systems, CCBER aims to influence others to integrate them into development plans in the coastal area and increase the volume of water that receives treatment before ultimately draining to the ocean.

FALL09-05
Songbird Response to the Invasion of the Exotic Reed Arundo Donax in Southern California

Arundo donax is among the top invasive plant species degrading California’s riparian ecosystems.  Relatively little is known regarding the wildlife implications resulting from A. donax invasion, despite the scale of resulting habitat transformation.  This study aims to assess the value of A. donax stands relative to native vegetation types as habitat for California songbirds.  As many avian species serve as accurate bioindicators of riparian ecosystem function, an assessment of their response to plant invasions will provide insight into how invasive species impact a community at multiple tropic levels, and aid in efforts to conserve California’s coastal biodiversity. Board feels the project is not urgent or significant enough for management of the reserve. Applicant is encouraged to reapply next quarter.

Outreach Programs at Coal Oil Point Reserve

Shorelines & Watersheds is requesting a $7,595.00 grant to continue the educational and outreach capacities at Coal Oil Point Reserve (COPR).  COPR is one of 36 reserves in the University of California Natural Reserve System.  It is the only reserve in the system that is open to the public and within walking distance from UCSB. Funding requested in this proposal will sustain and continue to expand the popular COPR tour program. The tours are well attended by students, community members, as well as UCSB classes. COPR guided tours offer a rare opportunity to educate UCSB students and community members about local coastal habitats, as well as research and conservation taking place at COPR.

Oil in the Channel Exhibit

Channel inhabitants have used oil for over 6,000 years. Oil in the Channel will chronicle the history of this prized resource by integrating interactive video, models and artifacts. The exhibit will begin with how oil is formed and found, then address early uses for oil and tar, noting the existence of oil seeps, and discuss the early asphaltum mines that provided raw material for paving roads. The exhibit will have interactive lift panels capturing cross-sections of seafloor strata. Models of a survey ship, hydrophones and drill ship will offer greater insight into the discovery process. Board will consider project after exhibit has been completed to possibly help fund internships and student engagement.

The Effects of Nutrient Limitations on Giant Kelp

This project is the study of sources of variatin in seasonal frond by comparing the tensile strength of stripes with the nitrogen content of their tissues and the ambient concentration of nitrogen in seawater. Stipes will be collected from the field and brought into the lab, where the force required to break the stripe will be measured. Tissue samples will be taken from broken fronds and sent to the Marine Science Institute Analytical Laboratory for analysis of carbon and nitrogen content. Results will lead to an improved understanding of the paterns of causes of variability in Macrocystis canopy density, which is needed to accurately predict and potentially mitigate for the effects that changing climate will have on our local kelp forests and the ecosystem services that they provide.
