Project Title: Educational exhibits for the COPR Nature Center

Sponsoring Organization: Coal Oil Point Reserve

Summary: COPR is opening a new Nature Center in 2017.  The Nature Center will be a hub for environmental education, research and conservation.  We request funds to design and produce the exhibits for the main meeting room which will be about habitats, history, night species, and endangered species.  We have obtained funds from USFWS to start the additional exhibits.

· Project is mostly for the public area - large meeting room - exhibits with posters

· Interactive displays, “discovery room,” manipulating artifacts

· Vision: need a place to get together and teach

· When the university purchased the old Devereux school, parts of it could not be used and were given to COPR

· Want to make it into the Nature Center

· Hub for interactive, detailed, public learning

· Focus on specific topics dealing with the history of SB coastline

· translate all of COPR’s and UCSB’s research to public information

· Help people understand and care about conservation of environment

· Costs over a million to do the renovation - now need money to populate the building with exhibits

· Asking for posters so people can see various habitats on the reserve

· Table with glass top holding artifacts

· Benefits students at UCSB = #1 audience

· Many classes visit the reserve

· Drop in

· Laboratory portion - lots of undergraduate research - allow them to process their samples and data

· Envisioning collaborations with nonprofit organizations (SB Audubon) - more citizen science projects at the reserve
