G. NEW BUSINESS/PROJECT REVIEW
Project Title: 2017 Wilderness, Wildlife, and Watersheds Program

Sponsoring Organization: Los Padres Forest Watch

Presenter Name: Serena, Brian

Summary: In 2017, the Wilderness, Wildlife, and Watersheds program is our two-fold effort designed to engage and educate interns and volunteers in the restoration project cycle while also rehabilitating the watersheds of Santa Barbara affected by the 2009 Jesusita Fire. Interns will shadow ForestWatch staff members in the planning and execution of invasive plant species surveys and volunteer invasive plant eradication projects. Interns will also be trained to plan and lead their own four volunteer projects. ForestWatch leads volunteers to preserve and restore the Los Padres National Forest and other public lands along the Central Coast through—among other activities—invasive plant removal projects. These efforts help restore ecosystem function, improve the health of habitats for threatened and endangered species, promote the natural heritage of the area, and benefit downstream habitats along the Santa Barbara coastline. ForestWatch has taken an active hands-on role in protecting and restoring these special places with the help of hundreds of community volunteers over its 13-year existence.

Our work makes a direct impact addressing projects that simply would not get done were it not for our efforts. Local, state, and federal agency budgets substantially diminish their ability to complete these labor-intensive but wholly necessary projects, and that is where volunteers step in and get the work done.

As a result of these efforts, with the engagement and education in our community, we protect clean water, open space, and wildlife habitat that are so important to environmental health and the UCSB community.

Presentation Notes:

· Wilderness, Wildlife and Watersheds started a couple years ago and gives interns experience with a small grassroots organization, starting and completing a project

· Organizing a volunteer project has a lot of components, lots of planning and prep work even before volunteers are involved, requires follow up and documentation to enable fundraising

· Undergraduates don’t get this type of experience otherwise, this project gives them non-profit management experience while also benefiting forest

· Jesusita fire burned right above Santa Barbara and damaged a lot of Los Padres Nat’ Forest, also led to lots of flooding, erosion, perfect conditions for invasive plants

· Has not been enough work to address invasive species that have taken hold since fire

· Bulldozing for fire breaks also led to invasion

· Goal is to identify creeks that were impacted by fire and invasive plants, interns would survey areas, make maps and develop plans for removal, next phase is to implement plan, figure out what permits are needed, etc

· Project has a substantial impact on Santa Barbara area and watershed down to coast, some major rivers flow into Goleta slough which is important for lots of species

· Tamarisk can choke out streams that endangered trout use to travel

· Interns gain comprehensive skill set that can take them into a career

· Cost of project is about 18k, requesting from CF is ~12k

· Pulling out of National Fish and Wildlife Foundation funding request

· Added in request from Union Bank, CF funding would help secure

Board Questions:

· How much of invasive coverage will be removed? Will volunteer events continue after intern work is done?

· Don’t really know what invasives are there before surveying so hard to estimate % removal, have kept going with previous volunteer efforts and expect this will be the same

· What kind of eradication methods do you use?

· Expect to find Tamarisk, large plants are cut and herbicide is painted on stems but can’t use herbicide on forest properties (but can on city areas like Botanic Gardens)

· Cape ivy is pulled up by hand, requires repeated effort

· Forest Service released manual on how to remove invasives

· Do you have interns in mind and what skills do they need?

· GIS intern will need GIS experience, Brian does GIS work but never took a dedicated class

· Conservation intern is anybody who has done conservation work, go-getter, ES major

· In the past, have targeted students who have taken the ES class

· Are you planning on it being the same two interns in spring and summer?

· Originally planned on having the same two interns - more comprehensive experience

· Interns in spring would get surveying/planning experience

· Second phase would be implementation

· Do you anticipate a need for more interns past this spring and summer?

· Depends on how the survey results turn out - will then be able to decide if they will need more funding to continue the project

· Volunteer base (800) can help with upkeep

· Once they develop the plan, they will be able to use that same framework again

· For module 1 and module 2, what is the money for each module being used for?
