xiv. Not paying anything upfront to solar company. Solar provider who wins contract will look at structuring/calculations. We will pay for peer review that makes sure calculations are correct. 
xv. Minimal cost compared to size of project
xvi. Money that gets saved goes to utilities.

xvii. Needs to go to campus planning committee in Dec and hopefully can get a response back in Jan
xviii. More of a space allocation than funding allocation.
