1. CALPIRG, Save the Bees! 
· CALPIRG campaigns include fracking, renewables, democracy, textbooks, and bees! 
· Bees are endangered but pollinate 1/3 of all food 

· We have lost 45% of the bee population, and is continuing to decrease at drastic rate 

· Goal: ban neonicotinoids within SB County, first by getting UCSB to be bee-certified campus by end of 2017-2018 school year

· Tactics: establish bee-related curriculum, integrate more pollinator-friendly plants, establish signage across campus, and work with other student groups 

· Hosting a large event on year, such as a documentary screening with panel 

· Looking for: EAB’s endorsement approval to go forwards with their campaign

· Right now, signing the bee proposal

· May look for more help as the campaign really kicks off next year, but to be decided for later on

· Consensus: Yes. Agree to endorse the Bee’s Campaign, with an expiration date  

· to endorse CALPIRG’s Bee proposal (12)
