B. PUBLIC FORUM

1. CALPIRG
· 100% Renewable Campaign

· Goals: 

· get 5 UC Chancellors by end of this year to commit their schools for 100% renewable electricity by 2030 and 100% renewable energy by 2050

· By end of 2018 to get entire UC system to commit

· UC system agreed to go carbon neutral by 2025, and Chancellor Yang agreed to divest

· Asking for: EAB’s support

· Need student group sign-on and endorsement to further their campaigns to show UC and Chancellor Yang the wide support for CALPIRG’s mission on campus Fall Quarter

· Working with Carbon Zero but not on same timeline because differences in research when individual groups were working out their goals 

· EAB’s endorsement will only last right now until September, or CALPIRG can come back again in September for an endorsement from new core

· CALPIRG agrees to take the endorsement now to reflect the current support because no matter what, they will come back in September

· Might not necessarily use EAB’s endorsement over summer until then, but still tentative 
· EAB’s Action: 

· Specify what “Clean” energy entails 

· Renewable =/= Clean!

· Email CALPIRG and ask them to change goal to 2025

· Instead of being an independent campaign, it would be more rational if they should combine efforts with organizations to what shares the same goal, and EAB is more interested in acquiring goal by 2025 not 2030  
· Collaborate with Carbon Neutrality and refine their timeline

· Refine their goal and present to EAB again by week 10 in order to get an endorsement 

· However, all the signatures acquired since Fall for those pretense would be nullified if wording and terms are changed
