· Marjan Riazi  is the club advisor – the club is putting all their emphasis and focus on maintaining this and all future events alcohol free (refused to have beer garden in The Hub for all events)

· Want to bring other genres of music to school – with emphasis on the music rather than the drug and alcohol stigma music and concerts currently holds

· Promotion will be focused on the music only
· Potential to bring 400 students if LA Riots performs but even more if they obtain the funds to get Mimosa to perform as well

· They are currently thinking of charging students $14 for tickets  - need to get $8,000 in sales to break even

· Currently thinking that non-student prices will be between $10-14

· Most of the funding would go to artist’s fees – currently asking program board to assist with production (meaning production fee would be covered) 

· Have security costs (on-campus security, professional security [Hub policy because of the number of expected attendees], CSOs, and officers 

· Money made would be used to pay back debts – predicting to only break even, even if it is a sold out show
