b. FOOD BANK RENOVATION PROJECT (BRE):
Meeting this morning (2/23) with Gary Lawrence (UCEN director):
(1) AS Food Bank will temporarily move to the Study Space on the 2nd floor of the UCEN during renovation.

(2) UCEN needs to take those walls down soon ; project is now fast-tracked.

(3) Project could be starting as early as Spring Break or during Finals Week.

(4) Will take about 4 - 5 weeks to complete.

Need to find an additional funding for renovation as soon as possible!
(1) Final quote to be discussed tomorrow morning.

(2) Currently we have $20,000 from sustainability group thanks to Katie Maynard.
