C-3. Group Project/Member Report(s)
Ashley Co Op Representative: She is informing IVCRC on some upcoming events. There is going to be a bike ride to the Goleta Co Op this Thursday at 4:00pm. On Friday there is going to be a cheese tasting at 6:00pm. On Saturday they are hosting their first kids club where children ages 2-12 years old can come for free kids activities, edible crafts, story time, Sprout Up lessons, etc. Each week there is going to be a scavenger hunt for a free item/produce pick of the month that is going to be implemented through the Co Op in order to promote family and children involvement. On the 26th they are showing a movie called American Meat that promotes sustainable farming. Next Wednesday they are doing a tour of the Gaucho Farmers Market. Next Thursday the Catalyst is having a magazine launch party at the Co Op. Friday the 31st from 5:00-7:00pm the Friday before the Super Bowl there is going to be a big sale on dips.
