EVPLA
Wants to create a hydration station and accessible restrooms for the public to use during halloween weekend. These would be to help keep traffic away from public restrooms and to keep halloween goers hydrated. There are going to be seven portable bathrooms total. The bathrooms will be serviced every morning by Marborg. There is also going to be water coolers available. There are going to be 70 gallon water bottles for the entire weekend. The water will be served with disposable cups. Trash cans, chairs, and tables will be available in the park to create a space for people to rest and get away from the halloween crowd. It is going to be in Little Acorn Park and run by only student volunteers. Asking for $1,200. This is for portable restrooms and service ($75 per unit and $350 bulk for the remaining 2 days. $1,675 total), Water, dispensers, and cups ($750 total), and chairs and tables ($75). This is the remaining amount of the $2,500 total needed minus the $1,300 already raised from the EVPLA and OSL fund.
