F. ACTION ITEMS  
a. IV Youth Projects 


Juan: IV Youth Projects is a local non profits serving members in Isla Vista. Started one of the parks in IV. Started with an overview of last year’s progress. Client count: increase of 12%, last year serving 1,800 clients (students and parents). Ethnic makeup is a latino majority. 4 core programs. Different programs, starting from before Kindergarten-beyond 6th grade. 80% low income families and 90% are working parents, increase in after school programing for UCSB parents. 90% live in Isla Vista boundaries (others are in Goleta). Asking for $30,000 for support. Looking at all of the services that we are providing, spreading the fund through a whole school year ($10,000 a quarter). Money goes to Work-Study students, provides professional opportunities, and a positive college experience when working with children. Estimated for work-study alone is $97,000, leaving $58,000 responsible for IV Youth Projects. 10% overhead that they were not accounting for, and minimum wage increased. Anticipating 40-45 work-study students this year. History of the funding is provided. Not successful in getting a response from AS Finance Board. Population is increasing, and we could use more support. Daniela asked how long the wait-list is. It is roughly 90 students. Children center wait list is slightly different since it is run through the state. IV Youth Projects is the only program that accepts babies under 2 months. We encourage a visit, volunteering for IVCRC. A brief video was also shown.
