1. Leonor Reyes, IV Teen Center

a. Under the Channel Islands, YMCA in 2002. Soon will be changing the name and creating a new facility (St. George Family Youth Center). Serves kids from 6th-12th grade, even reaching out to 5th graders as well. Always partnered with UCSB in various ways, education department, tutoring, working with kids. Student positions that have volunteered in the past has been a great experience with the students that way. The money will be used to support UCSB student positions that provide support to the IV Teen Center. Additional need for staff, with 5th graders and new spaces. Program goes throughout the year. Full amount requested: $11,934.


b. Amanda, Events Coordinator: asked how many teens are involved currently. 130 teens, although it is also a drop in center. About 45 teens daily. So teens come in for different reasons, and they used different services. Open 3pm-8pm. Currently have 2 UCSB student staff. New building will open mid-February. Monday, Wednesday: Easy Lift to pick up kids to the SB YMCA. Tuesdays: IV Elementary between 5-8pm. December 20th: Santa Night, last year had over 150 families.
