Casey Hebebrand External Chair: 
Chilla suggestions: 
Positives: The set up. Using the “chilla skrilla cards” for forms of currency was a positive upgrade. Telling tablers to clean up after they are done. Worked well with Program Board. Coordinated well with Co-Op/Melissa. 
Improvements: For the table set ups, possibly space them out a little to avoid congestion. Also, bring the art walk closer. Order more of everything next year (especially shirts). We should possibly charge more stickers for shirts, or allocate a certain amount of shirts per table (for tablers). In the future, make sure to save shirts for performers. Ask EVPLA to help sponsor shirts next year. Maybe next year we can have less colors on shirts to cut the cost and order more shirts. Can we think of ways to keep people from leaving? Maybe spreading out tables, requiring more stickers, giving out shirts later in the day, or making the event shorter. Also, we can encourage groups to give out things that can be charged for stickers, or maybe requiring other groups to provide activities that require stickers as well (such as henna, etc.). Maybe for shirts, we can only give out a certain amount at certain times rather than a continuous line. Again, having things be worth more. Preparing for bands to arrive late or for problems to arise and account for that in the time scheduling. Next year, there should be a specific map of where everyone is going to be (for example, we don’t want there to be tables with long lines (i.e. Henna) right next to the Co Op). Maybe we can do a mini scavenger hunt at certain tables for a specific special prize; there can be different rounds of different table/scavenger hunts; we would have to be able to prove that you were at specific tables (for example, a red cup from life of the party, a condemn from the sex table). Or we can do specific tables have specific colored stickers instead of the general stickers. More volunteers; whoever does volunteers, have them show up to a meeting before and designate people to certain areas.
