3. The Isla vista tenants Union (IVTU), an entity under associated students at UCSB that advocates for all tenants of Isla vista, supports the Isla Vista Community Service District. IVTU was created in response to the mass eviction of Latino families in Isla vista and landlord tenant disputes. The combination of low vacancy rates in the Isla vista hosting market and limited protection laws in Santa Barbara county has made Isla vista, a community with nearly 90% of its population comprised of renters, an easy place for landlords to exploit tenants. Strategies to address housing issues are consistently ranked as one of the highest priorities for IV residents (students and non students alike). Currently the UCSB commodity Housing Office provides mediation services to their students, faculty and staff. CHO is also working with SBCC to expand these services to SBCC students. The county currently contracts with the Santa Barbara rental housing mediation program for information and consultation. However, approximately 6,000 Isla vista residents do not have access to any mediation services, half of which are Latino families. Finding housing is particularly difficult given the paucity of affordable housing, an increasing Student housing demand, and rising rents. As one of its powers, the IV CSD would have the ability to create a tenant mediation program to serve the entire IV community by contracting with either the Santa Barbara Rental Housing Mediation Program, as laid out in the plan for service, or by expanding mediation services provided by the community housing office. As an advocate for tenants rights, IVTU would collaborate with the tenant mediation program to bring greater resources to the community. While all Isla vista residents have the opportunity to use services by IVTU, those services are limited to education and advocacy. The tenant mediation program would be instrumental in addressing the need to create a space for tenant and landlords to resolve disputes. It is especially important to ensure that the program provide all of its services in both Spanish and English. Planning and housing legislation in Isla Vista has a history of working in favor of the developers and property owners, while undermining tenants’ rights. However, activating the powers of a CSD would help ameliorate housing insecurity in Isla Vista. A focus on the role of a tenant mediation program encourages us to consider how we can improve the quality of life for Isla Vista residents.

Now in its 26th year, GIVE! accepts donations of unwanted goods, including clothes, furniture, electronics, sporting equipment and books during June move-out, then cleans and organizes them in preparation for a two-dale sale, the proceeds of which benefit nonprofits and community groups in Isla Vista.

Donations are collected at UCSB on- and off-campus residence halls, and accepted at Embarcadero Hall in Isla Vista for ten days, this year from June 8 through June 17. The two-day sale will be held on Saturday and Sunday, June 18 and 19. The proceeds are distributed to groups whose members volunteer or individuals work on behalf of.

Groups benefiting from GIVE! include the Isla Vista Teen Center YMCA, Isla Vista Youth Projects, Adopt-A-Block and Children’s Camping Trip for the Isla Vista Recreation and Parks District , Isla Vista Elementary Science Camp Fund, AS Food Bank, Santa Barbara Student Housing Co-op, Optimist Clubs at UCSB and Goleta, St Michael’s/All Angels Church, and ¡Viva el Arte de Santa Bárbara!

2. Why is your group eligible to receive funds?

GIVE! is entirely self-funded;
GIVE! provides a convenient way for residents to donate belongs they no longer want—in 2015 collecting some thirty tons of donations;
GIVE! Recycles, Reuses and Restyles, helping to mitigate move-out’s environmental impact, and making quality, inexpensively priced items available for sale to the community—last year contributing some 1,500 items to the AS Food Bank and selling or recycling nearly 3,200 pounds of electronics that might otherwise end in the County landfill;
GIVE! serves as a model for other campus communities with similar move-out issues—and is among one of the first such projects in the nation;
GIVE! generates funds for community groups and nonprofits in Isla Vista—in 2015 distributing nearly $28,000;
and GIVE! encourages giving back to the community—last year over 240 volunteers worked nearly 1,800 hours on the GIVE! project. 

3. How is it relevant to the charge of the committee?

GIVE! began as a response to overflowing dumpsters, litter and arson, collecting items during June move-out. The project has grown to encourage responsible consumerism, promote community involvement, and foster environmental awareness in Isla Vista. 

4. Who is your target audience?

During the project’s cycle GIVE! constituents vary. Initially, during the collection phase, UCSB student groups and in particular, students in on- and off-campus residencies, are targeted for move-out donations. During donation sorting and organizing, local community volunteers and the Isla Vista nonprofits and community groups they represent, are engaged. And for the sale itself, the broader Santa Barbara community is targeted, encouraged to venture into Isla Vista for great buys! 

5. How will you be advertising?
Because GIVE’s budget is limited, paid advertising is limited. However, the project posts flyers on campus and in Isla Vista and nearby Goleta, uses signage on bike paths, distributes post cards at student and community meetings, and relies on varied online calendar postings, public service announcements and news sites such as Noozhawk and Craigslist. In addition GIVE! maintains a website and Facebook page.
