F. WEEK IN REVIEW
1. Dear White People – 2/17
1. Serena: 1st showing: 84; 2nd show: 187. Wonderful social commentary that is all too relevant. 
2. Silk Roads – 2/18
1. Chrystal: That didn't happen because they cancelled on me.
3. Picture Atlantic – 2/23
1. Chrystal: There was very light rain that they were willing to play through. But then it started hailing, so we had to pack it up. We're going to try and book them for Spring because people were really excited for them
4. Gorgon City – 2/22
1. Levine: 683 was the final count. Really good time. We did have a girl throw up in 2 different places. 2 arrests and 1 person was asked to leave. 

2. Diddy: The girl who threw up was not arrested, which I thought was odd. 

3. Chrystal: What were the 2 people arrested for?

4. Diddy: From what I understand, they were just drunk.

5. Levine: There weren't really any issues. People were just dancing and having a good time. It was very spread out. 

6. Chiocchi: Hospitality went smoothly. 

7. Ben: Something that came to my attention was that the Hub team’s report was very different from ours. Reading theirs, the event seemed very chaotic. There were problems that they did not bring to our attention the night of. Specifically, it said that we did not provide enough event staff, and they had to use their own staff to guard certain areas.

8. Wes: Which areas?

9. Ben: The stairs in the back.

10. Wes: We don't ever have event staff there. 

11. Diddy: Also, we reported to Jill that someone had thrown up and she went to go get cleaning supplies. Then the manager said that he wasn't going to clean it up and that it was our job. It is not our job to clean up vomit; it's the Hub staff's job. 

12. Chiocchi: I had a heated word exchange with the manager who didn't understand our parking pass policies.

13. Marilyn: Did Miller take anyone out the back?

14. Wes: Yes, one person. Also, we need passes for all the people in Production because my staff doesn't recognize every Production staff by face.

15. Ben: This is why we have shirts for Production to wear.

16. Michael: We ran out of shirts, but I will get more. 

17. Marilyn: We did get dinged for our staffs being on their cell phones too much. If they're working, they shouldn’t really be on their phones. They dinged us for not having enough staff at the Beer Garden, as well. 

18. Wes: The CSOs cover that post, plus we provide a few Event Staff if they need it. 

19. Ben: We obviously would have provided more if the Hub staff asked us, but they didn’t ask. 

20. Hubert: So is their report the final word?

21. Marilyn: Well, it is the report that gets passed along. Also, we need to clarify that we agreed upon with police: that they are not to be escorting people out of the Hub—that is on either us or Miller. 

22. Ben: We need to discuss with the police further. My goal is to have them completely outside of the venue during Hub shows.

23. Marilyn: This is difficult because while the police enforce law, we enforce our policy. So when a student breaks policy and is confronted by a police officer, their argument turns into resisting arrest, and it does not need to turn into that. 

24. Ben: Good job on introducing ourselves to the police from the get-go. Next time you see them, tell them Hi and make it clear that you work there.

25. Chiocchi: They were super receptive to that. 

26. Ben: I'll have a conversation with the Hub staff soon. 

27. Leo: When we're done with the clean-up and break-down, can we get debriefed and not wait for Production? 

28. Ben: It is a tradition for us all to leave when the last people are done. I understand that it can take a while, like 30 minutes, but it is ultimately up to the event coordinators, and if they want to debrief everyone together, that's their choice.

29. Chiocchi: I think we ought to wait for Production. They’re working their asses off. Obviously, if there’s somewhere you need to be, you can leave. But as long as we're just sitting on the couch eating snacks, we can wait for 30 minutes.

30. Ben: Production, what do you think?

31. Timmy: You guys don’t have to wait for us, just go home. We know you support us in your hearts. It doesn’t matter to us.

32. Ben: Coordinators, take note.

We have been targeting the veteran and ROTC community of SB. Half-board event. Call time at 6:45pm. The event will be from 8:30-9:45. 

2. Ben: We need a runner. We forgot that for BotB. Any event, no matter what kind, we need a runner. 

H. OLD BUSINESS
1. X
a. Brandon: This is going to be a complex discussion. 3rd spot  (Artist 1)is playing a show/festival directly before our date. They are saying that if they are available on our date, they will only play a live set, which is about double the price we have allotted for 3rd spot, so at that point, we would have to bump them off to 2nd spot. Which takes us to the topic of our 2nd spot: I haven’t gotten any word back from them (Artist 2). It's been over a week. I think it's time to explore our other options. My e-mail today discusses this. My first choice (Artist 3) has become really successful in the past year. They’ve played larger and larger venues. If you don’t think they are a good choice for this spot, consider them for 3rd spot. 

b. Chiocchi: EDM and hip hop are out biggest pulls, so we can’t make our first 2 spots pop. I think Artist 4 would be phenomenal. Artist 3 would be awesome though I think they’d be better at 3rd spot. Artist 5 would be great, but maybe better for Deltopia. Artist 1 may not be worth it at this point. 

c. Carla: I think Artist 3's appeal is blowing up. How do you see the fact that they have played in the area fairly recently? That is my biggest issue with them. 

d. Brandon: They have entirely new content since them and they’ve blown up in popularity. Plus, that venue was much smaller and this is for 13,000 people. Remember, Diplo played at X and also played a few years earlier. 

e. Levine: I think Artist 4 would be great. They have a lot of hype right now. Artist 6 is great, but is too similar to 1 spot. Artist 1 is no longer worth it. Artist 5 is been there, done that. 

f. Hubert: I was so pro-Artist 6, but now that we have Spot 1, I don’t think so. I'm still kinda anti-Artist 3 because they were in the area recently, but it is a good point that that was only exposed to 800 people, which is different from our 13,000 capacity. I have to go for Artist 4. I'm not off the Artist 1 bandwagon yet. 

g. Diddy: I'm all for Artist 3 or Artist 4, don't really care which one. I'm all for picking whichever gives us the most wiggle room for the other spots. I don't think it’s an issue that a few hundred people may have seen Artist 3 recently. That was a long time ago, and those people are likely gone by now. 

h. Ben: I feel like both Artist 3 and 4 are perfectly viable options. With Artist 1's live performance fee, it’s not worth it. I think we need to keep Artist 4 above Artist 3 because people are more likely to stay for one but not the other. 

i. ZB: One concern is how its going to be from going from Artist 4 straight into 1st  spot? I'm thinking back to Kendrick and how the show dropped.

j. Hubert: A big part of that was that a lot of people just said that Kendrick didn’t do a great job overall. 

k. ZB: I think our job is to keep the flow going. Spot 1 is the perfect artist for the job, but are people going to be tired out if we put Artist 4 in 2nd  spot? That being said, I do really think Artist 4 is the best option. But it had to be said. 

l. Kate: I'm very hesitant to put Artist 3 at 2nd spot because I honestly haven’t heard much of them. 

m. Levine: A lot of people wrote off Artist 4 because people really thought Artist 1 was going to take the 2nd spot. We should definitely have EDM in 2nd spot. 

n. Bo: I think Artist 1 just has a much bigger draw than Artist 4. 

o. Brandon: I follow a certain method when deciding by looking at venue info and word of mouth. It's perfectly ok to look at one aspect, like on-campus buzz, but it seems weird to book Artist 4 at the 2nd spot when they book small venues. My gut says no

p. Alarcon: Our festival should maintain the energy but also address every genre. The energy doesn’t HAVE to go straight up and explode. 

q. Kim: As far as FB likes, Artist 1 has 200k, Artist 3 has 300k, and Artist 4 has 800k. 

r. Sophia: My vote is for Artist 4. However, our whole purpose is to provide for our students, and Artist 1 is much more popular in IV. 

s. Jenna: Same

t. Alarcon: To people who listen to EDM: Why does Artist 1 have a larger pull than Artist 4?

u. Ben: The conflict here is brains versus heart. Our brain says that Artist 4 has better stats and greater social media presence, but our gut says that Artist 1 would do better. 

v. Sophia: My hardcore EDM friends like Artist 4, whereas Artist 1 has a broader appeal to people who aren’t just into just EDM

w. Chiocchi: Brandon tells us all to trust our venue data, and that has helped us in the past. As far as Artist 1, their music just fits our vibe better, but I think it looks bad if we book them for 2nd spot. Almost desperate. It's hard, because I think Artist 4 is smarter booking-wise, but Artist 1 would fit our students better.

x. ZB: I understand that we are picking an artist for our students, but it makes no sense to drastically overpay someone in 2nd spot just to fit the vibe. If anything, they can do 3rd spot. It is not a good idea. 

y. Diddy: I understand FB likes are an important thing to look at, but take a look at Artist 8. They have 1.5 million likes, but have any of you heard of them? (General consensus: no). I think we need to cater to the students because they are the ones the concert is for

z. Brandon: If we're going to overpay for an artist, we may as well overpay for a better artist, like Artist 7, not Artist 1. That's the point I'm trying to make. 

aa. Leo: I like Artist 3. The energy difference between Artist 3 and 1 spot will flow well. If we ditch Artist 3, we will lose out on a good artist in this genre. 

ab. Ben: I think ZB hit it on the nose. We wanted Artist 7, we couldn’t get them. And Brandon said it well, too. If we're going to overpay for an artist, we may as well overpay for a better one. If we need EDM in this spot, we need to go with Artist 4. We can’t will things into existence and then try and pay for it. It will waste the students' money. We need the most bang for our buck

ac. Brandon: Ok I'm about to bring something up that might derail this conversation: It doesn’t make sense that an artist is available for a live set but not a DJ set. I can get back to Artist 1 and tell them we have a set budget. What we can do is pass Artist 1 for 3rd spot and contingent on their refusal, we will pass Artist 4 for 2nd spot. If Artist 1 confirms, we stick to it and THEN find a 2nd spot (who is not Artist 4). 

ad. Hubert: So If we get Artist 1 for 3rd spot, we have a couple of artists that would be great for 2nd spot, like Artist 3 and Artist 5. 

ae. Diddy: This is risky, but we can handle it. 
2. Deltopia – 4/4
a. Ben: On Friday, I was able to negotiate a show at the ECen and a carnival-type thing in the parking lot. The carnival will NOT be on us; I'm just heading it up. Other student orgs may also be programming on other spots on campus. We have a little over a month to plan. No inside activates. We may have artists outside during the day, Storke set-up. 

b. Brandon: I've been researching artists. Artist 1 is expensive and will likely decline us. I am behind Artist 2. They make sense for our venue. They’ve played similarly-sized venues. Their new album is out. People ask for them a lot on the wish list.

c. Levine: Artist 3 has been playing for campuses lately. They took a bit of a hiatus, but they’re a lot of fun and they’re back playing more fests.

d. Chiocchi: So if we don’t use the art installation, what do we do with that money?

e. Marilyn: By the time we find out whether or not we can use this installation, it’ll be too late to spend the money

f. Chiocchi: I think based on our new venue, it seems crazy to spend that much money on an art installation better suited for a field event. 

g. Alarcon: I like Artist 2 and have been listening to them for a long time. Yes, they took a hiatus, but they’re coming back in a big way. 

h. Carla: I agree about Artist 2. As this is a Deltopia night show, the genre works. They sound and look very cool, especially at night. It would draw a lot more people than Artist 3.

i. Brandon: Artist 2 looks like the best choice. We don’t need to take a risk on this

j. ZB: Agreed. 

k. Kate: Artist 2 is also going on a world tour later in a few months, so it’ll give the students an opportunity to see them before that. 
3. Hub Shows
a. Levine: Because of a festival clause in their contract, this show needs to be a closed show. Does anyone have an objection to that? The budget hasn’t changed a lot to reflect it. 

b. Ben: Personally, I like the higher ticket prices because it doesn’t hit us as hard. Also, this increases the budget for Pro Staff, who has been charging us more lately for some reason. Does anyone object to making this a closed show with the potential of not selling out?

c. ZB: I like lower ticket prices. It will sell quicker as it will be a closed show. We also have a cosponsorship here. 

d. Kate: I agree. 

e. Ben: Informal vote: 1)Lower price or 2)Higher price—lower price wins

I. NEW BUSINESS
1. Spring Films
1. Serena: I have the list here. There are a couple indie flicks in there.

2. Ben: What are you going to do differently as far as Publicity?

3. Serena: I will target the FAMST listserv.

4. Diddy: Why do we still have Spice World on the list?

5. Serena: It's a good throw-back. 

6. Ben: But will it get a good turnout?

7. Wes: I don't think we should pick movies that you like; I think we need to pick movies that 
the students will like. 

8. Hubert: I think it needs to go. 

9. Carla: Having too many throwbacks in 1 quarter is probably not a good idea. 

10. Ben: Do we as a Board want to look at a different title for that date? (General consensus: 
yes) Look at the cost of the Spring Films and decide if the cost-benefit ratio is still worth it. 

11. Wes: While I like indie movies, they won't pull in students, and I don’t think we should 
screen them

12. Carla: I have to disagree. We are not the only group on campus that screens films. Like 
Michael said last week, we should rebrand ourselves and focus on a more niche appeal with 
our films. 

13. Chiocchi: But the films where we've had out biggest turnouts were the big blockbusters, 
like Our Fault in Our Stars, not indie films. 

14. Sophia: So many students I've talked to don’t even know we do free films. We really 
need to push our films in general

15. Ben: Our bottom line is what movies don't we want and what do we want to replace them 
with?

16. Fifty Shades? Whiplash? Lego Movie?

17. Serena: All have been booked by Magic Lantern. 

18. Kim: What if we focus on movies that have been mentioned or been the focus of the 


SBIFF? 

19. Diddy: I'm looking at A Free Bird, and I see barely any reviews online. 

20. Wes: If we don't rebrand to a niche market, I don’t think this will succeed

21. Chiocchi: How do we redirect our Pub to appeal to a niche market? IV is already a niche 


market. If we screen only super obscure films, our attendance rates will continue to be low.

22. Carla: What I meant by niche market was not new indie films but to appeal to a niche 
market like Kinotek used to do. They screened old, big cult films like Pulp Fiction and the 
Pokémon Movie.

23. Hubert: I also like the idea of screening every other week with the good titles we have 
on this list.

24. Diddy: I think we should cut out Spice World, A Free Bird, and Warren. That's 3 right 
there.

25. Hubert: Can we make the Kill Bill thing another movie night all together? Like a double 
feature?

26. Christina: Last time, I spoke out against Into the Woods, but after thinking about it, I'd like to 
revisit it

27. Ben: Serena, what do you want to do?

28. Serena: I want what the Board is happy with. The list of what I want is right here.  

29. Kim: can we get Moonrise Kingdom?

30. Serena: Do we want to move Jurassic Park to the Lagoon Movie and do the Book of Life on a 
regular night?
