C-1. A.S. Committee & Ex-Officio Reports (3 minutes each)
a. None

C-2. Executive Director’s Report: Marisela (10 minutes)
a) Personnel Changes

· The Administration Coordinator position is in its final stages, the finalists are still in the interviewing phase. 

· The search committee for the Legal Resource Center has selected their candidates for interviews—and will be beginning their interviewing phase soon.

· The Living History Coordinator and the Community Financial Fund Advisor search committees will begin reviewing applications soon.

· The Publications Analyst position and is now open for recruitment now. 

· The Environmental Advisor and the IV Community Advisor positions are being reviewed for updates and are being submittied for recruitment as soon as we received additional feedback from Coastal Fund, Bike Comm, EAB, CODE, COSWEB and COPS. 

· Oversight of philanthropic giving processes is being added to Cindy Lopez's (Assistant Director for Finance and Budget) job description as an update.

· We currently have several vacancies on staff that include advising BCCs.  These include the Environmental Affairs Advisor, and the IV Community Affairs Advisor and the Enterprises and Ticket Office position.  As I mentioned last week, the Assistant Director for Business Services who is out on leave until at least January.  

· Due to these vacancies I’ve reassigned areas of advising. EAB is now being advised by Sarah Seidschlag; BIKES is being advised Aaron Jones; Coastal Fund advised by Aaron Jones; and Ruth and Allina Mojarro will be advising CODE, COSWB and COPS supervised by Aaron Jones.  This is all in addition to their normal workloads. 

· Sean Lieberman has taken up Supervising the staff under Lisa Corcos’ area as she remains out on leave. I’ve increased JudyAnn Dutcher’s time by 25% and I’ve asked her to take up advising the Business Services committee—which she has agreed to do as of this week.  

b) Ongoing Business

A. Associated Students and an IRS matter concerning our 990 submission. Our accountants and our local attorney helped me to formulate an appeal to the penalty letter I mentioned last week. I’ve forwarded a draft of our appeal to our University of California legal counsel, Nancy Hamill for review.  As soon as she reviews it and sends it back to me I will be sending that out. 
B. Bike Rental Business Service. Nothing new to report.
C. Elections and the Survey Center.  Sean, Michael Young and I met with the Office of Budget and Planning and they were not inclined to pick up the workload that the survey center has delivered on our behalf during elections.  I have an appointment with the Director of ISBER tomorrow and I will be asking him if the survey center will be able to at least take up this work for the next couple of cycles while we develop another plan.  I’ll report more on this next week. 
D. Transformations: Cindy Lopez talked with the development office’s Eric Sondquist about the scholarship funds that the book has generated in the past and he did identify a fund that was used for those disbursements with the Financial Aid Office.  Currently, there are no funds in that account.  In the meantime I am tracking down the galleys of the book to see if we can publish another set to sell for this same purpose. 
E. The IV Food Co-Op Agreement is being put into place and my understanding is that we will have a quarterly report to submit to the Senate as this moves forward. This is the update from Cindy Lopez, who is the lead manager on implementing this agreement: 
I have met with Melissa and Colter at IV Food Coop myself to talk about the program.  They can provide me with reports of what has been purchased for each group whenever I'd like.  I am going to request reports at the end of each quarter to double check the balances.

· CAB has been issued their gift card for the year in the amount of $720.  When the chair of CAB uses the card, she brings in the receipt to Ruth who initials it and keeps a copy.  The original goes to Admin for record keeping.

· EAB is already a member of the IV Food Coop going back many years.  Sarah is going to check and see if one of the students has received the gift card and if so will put the same process in place for them as CAB is using.  I have seen reimbursements for the IV Food Coop for EAB but all of the purchases have been paid for by students' personal credit cards to this point.

· IVCRC has just picked up their card and is using the same process as CAB.

· IVTU has not met with IV Food Coop yet but I have met with Aaron and the student co-chair who will be doing the purchasing.  They have been informed of our process as well.  IVTU will also establish with IV Food Coop which free items will be available to students when.  This program will most likely start up in January.

· I have mentioned the idea of a signed pledge by each student who holds the gift card to each of the advisors and I will move forward. 

F. 6550 Pardall (aka IV Annex?)
a. I attended a very good meeting of the Senate ad hoc along with the BCCs who will be taking responsibility over the space.  Many decisions were made; and I am certain that Amir and or Ali will report on these this evening. I would like to suggest that we will need an MOU in place with the ECI if we are accepting their kind offer to install and maintain computers in the space.  The Senate might actually consider a resolution thanking them for their kind offer.
b. I am moving forward with seeking to staff to the first floor from 9am-9pm daily.  I do need a date by which this will occur. Please let me know when we will start with this new schedule. I am seeking estimates on making one of the doors “swipe-able” and blinds for the windows.  More on this as we move along. 
G. Philanthropic Giving.
a.  As I mentioned last week, over the last year that have been several challenging moments in relation to how the association gives out grants to area non profits.  In an effort to alleviate the disparity between accountability of funds that student boards like the Coastal Fund distribute to on campus departments vs. non profit agencies; I issued a letter on the 30th of September to Coastal Fund; but I failed to include the Coastal Service Program which also operates out o the CF lock in fee.  So, to make absolutely sure that we are clear on what I’m advising the board to do I issued a second memo.  It is copied below.  
H. Coastal Fund. 
a. Additionally, the 9/28/13 memo outlined several recommendations. These recommendations are meant to hold our partner non profit agencies that may come to our student boards to have appropriate guidance and clarity about the use of student fees.  The board adopted two out of the three recommendations and I have asked them to reconsider and also adopt the third one. 
b. As I stated before, I plan to issue a similar memo to the rest of our philanthropic giving boards but am waiting until we settle with CF first to help guide the rest of the association’s philanthropic giving. As a Senator and/or Office of the association, please review, and send me comments, and feel free to share with your BCCs if you are a liaison to IVCRC, CAB Foundation or any of the rest of the boards that grant funds to non-campus entities. These are strictly recommendations and the CF is considering adopting these at this time, as I’m sure you’ve seen in their minutes of this week’s meeting. With the shift in workload from Aaron to Cindy, I am also now requiring that all paperwork be centralized with Cindy from now on for all grant awards. 
I. Community Financial Fund by Jose Raygoza
The lock-in fee for the Community Financial Fund was created towards assisting students by providing access to grants and helping supplement the AS loans.  This lock-in establishes regular financial literacy workshops and help students learn financial resources available on campus and within the county.  The workshops’ objectives are to have participants understand how to build and track finances, become familiar with different types of loans, understand loan agreements and credit language, learn the importance of maintain a good credit score, and acquire knowledge on different types of financial investments.


During the 2013-2013 school year, AS CFF granted 227 grants that came out to be $82,330.00.  That number was the result of 745 applicants seeking the CFF grant. CFF continues administering grants to undergraduate during last summer and this fall; Out of 119 applicants, we granted 45 and out of 165 applicants, 47 grants were given respectively.

CFF has seen an increasing growing demand for grants by the UCSB undergraduate community.  Looking at the patter these last two quarters, only 27% of applicants received the grants; that's a decrease from last year's 30% of applicants receiving the grant.  An on-going goal of CFF is to look for other alternatives in increasing the dollar amount of the grant fund.  This could be done by seeking outside donors.  Any student who is interested in this and developing CFF should join!
