Executive Director Report

October 22, 2014

I. Personnel:

1. Artist position: I am to interview finalists by the end of this week.

2. Environmental Advisor:  Committee has chosen interviewees from the pool and are setting up interviews for the next few weeks

3. Assistant Director for Business Services: Committee is discussing the pool and expects to have chosen candidates to interview by the end of the week. 

4. KCSB is hiring a limited appointment News Advisor to assist in training for the student news staff and she will begin work next Monday. 

II. Ongoing Issues

A. IRS’ Letter of Determination

Over the past couple of years, we have been addressing two issues with the IRS. The first continues to be outstanding (i.e., no conclusion yet) and seeks to address the issue about whether AS needs to file 990s annually.  We have requested that this annual requirement be lifted from us.  However, irrespective of the fact that they’ve not responded to us , we have filed 990s annually for the past 3 years, which brings us into compliance.

The second issue is that a particular student worked with AS as a student employee, and also was an honoraria earner.  The IRS determined that the responsibilities covered by an honoraria should have been compensated as a student employee.  We disagreed, filed a request that they reconsider.  They did not—and gave us notice of this—this summer.  In response, we have been reviewing the status of students accomplishing work on behalf of AS and have identified a group of students that will now be given quarterly stipends rather than honoraria to address the IRS’ concerns.

B. Subpoena—Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC)

Over the past academic year we have been addressing questions posed to us from the FPPC.  The questions were posed to us through our UC general Counsel office (our university system’s attorneys)  at first informally; and then at the end of the academic year last year, it became a more formal request.  The formal request is in the form of a subpoena.  I responded to the subpoena by turning over the required documents.  Now, as of a few weeks ago the FPPC investigator is requesting to interview me and Aaron Jones.  The FPPC’s mission is to determine that public dollars are not to be used to sway the public processes, including political measures, and candidates.

C.  Internal Audit—UCSB

See document, CONFIDENTIAL
Results in relation to our department: 
“In consultation with the organization, our detailed review work focused on compliance with

501(c)(3) requirements and internal controls over cash receipt procedures. The results of

our work in these areas did not identify serious concerns, including any significant

weaknesses in accountability over Associated Students funds. We did identify areas for

improvement in the separation of duties and documentation of cash handling procedures,

including better compliance with BUS-49 and sound internal control practices.”
D. External Audit

Our external audit is nearly finished.  Cindy Lopez is the lead on this, and she is still working on two more projects for our External Auditors, which are:

1.  Account variances - Explaining the reason for our variance (differences) in spending this year from last year in 70 specific accounts.  Usually our year-end adjustments hadn’t been updated when he took the survey.

2.  Student Loans - Balancing out the student loan account and considering if the write-off amounts are collectible.

Christian Williams will be back in our office next Monday, October 29th, to wrap things up.  He expects to have our draft financials done shortly after so we can review them.  Our target date to report to the Senate is November 12th.
E. IV Buildings—the Nest and County Buildings

There is a development group that is looking to develop the corner of Dublin’s in to a mixed-use space.  AS has been asked whether we, and the campus might be interested in including student services in that space.

The county also has buildings that are being “developed” as in renters/leasers are looking to have some entity take over the management of the two buildings.  This is also another possible opportunity for Student Affairs and/or Associated Students.

I met with the President and the elected student officers during summer months and continue to meet with them weekly.

G. Appointed to Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs Search Committee

I heard from the campus’ search committee organizers yesterday 10/21/14. They are looking to organize the committee’s time in the near future.  I will keep you updated.

III. New Issues

A. FOLLOW UP: AS Staff Retreat and AS Wide Student Retreat

In both cases, there is follow up taking place.

In regard to the AS – wide retreat; as those of you who attended know, we engaged in several discussions, which led to a series of potential goals—and plans for this upcoming academic year.  With the help of Stacy Gee, these have now been transcribed.  I then sent the results to Sean to put out an association-wide survey to get YOUR rankings of which are the most important set of goals.  This survey should be being distributed next week.  PLEASE WATCH FOR IT. Also, tell your fellow colleagues in AS to fill it out. 

In regard to the AS Staff Retreat, I am gathering the goals for 2015-2020 and sending those out to the entire staff group.  AS’ Staff Strategic Plan concludes in 2015; and we are updating it to 2020 to coincide with AS’ student strategic plan, aka Vision 2020. 
B. Emergency Protocols and Processes

As you all know, this past year yielded several emergent issues that have necessitated a review of our protocols on campus and in our department in regard to potential emergencies.  

As a department I have created a staff committee to review what we, as staff can do in the future.  To begin with, we have all being seeing many students experiencing post-traumatic stress symptoms—as have some staff members.  So, we began our work by first addressing this current matter, and are developing a series of PEACE ZONES.  We are defining these areas where staff and students can be at peace for a little while—without interruption, engaging in efforts that are fulfilling in many ways.  For example, we have many staff members that have additional skills—like being able to offer nature walks around campus; or sharing stories, or sharing photos, or paintings that can help us all de-escalate our anxiety levels.  Next week, I will disclose the details about all of this to you all so that we can all take advantage of this together. (
