a) Some examples of the variety of history that was in the presentation
given include; Chumash history, BSU North Hall takeover and other
student activism especially in the 70s.

b) Orgs that attended included Human Rights Board, Students Against
Sexual Assault, Isla Vista Tenants Union, Black Student Union, Lobby
Corps, Voter Registration Volunteer Coalition and Campus Democrats.
A google form was posted in the event page so that orgs could sign up to
table at this event.

IV.  Indigenous People’s Day
A. In celebration of Indigenous People’s Day, the EVPLA office with the help of Human
Rights Board and the American Indian Student Association, worked to get visibility and
recognition.

1. Demonstration in the Arbor

a) With the help of AISA and HRB, students held signs in support and
celebration of Indigenous People’s Day. Markers and poster paper was
provided by HRB so that students could make their own posters.

2. Indigenous People’s Day Healing Event

a) In the evening of Indigenous People’s Day, we opened up the IV
Community Room to the community as a place to heal, gather and talk.
Dinner was provided as well as crafts and coloring sheets for children.
With the help of IV Youth Projects, this event was advertised to the
elementary school and amongst the IV community.

V. Beloved Community Project
A. The Beloved Community Project is partnership between the IV Tenants Union and The
EVPLA office as well as 13 other organizations. The purpose of the project was to
deliver information and educational resources to every residence in Isla Vista.

1. A total of 4,600 tote bags were delivered in both Spanish and English to tenants
about resources in the community as well as tenants rights. The Saint George
Youth Center was a huge support in the project and was instrumental in the tote
bag completion.

a) This project was the culmination of over a years work of work and
dedication.

VI.  Halloween
A. Halloween in Isla Vista has a long history. This year, not only was there a record-low for
citations in Isla Vista (less than an average night) but we also had no police on horses,
and the barriers that usually blocked off Sabado and Del Playa at Trigo were not put up.
1. Halloween Postcards/ Website
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a) The EVPLA office produced information on Halloween street closures,
noise ordinances and other community resources that were distributed to
every house in IV as a part of the Beloved Community Project Tote bags.

This year Haunt the Loop was
extremely well attended with around 60 children.
3. 1Scream Rights
a) In collaboration with the Student Advocate General’s office, an event
was hosted in Santa Catalina to inform residents about their rights in Isla
Vista and on campus during the week of Halloween and in relation to law
enforcement and campus policies.
VII.  Dog Park Trainings
A. Earlier this year, the Isla Vista Parks and Recreation board created Isla Vista's first dog
park. To companion it’s reveal, a free dog training program was also unveiled. This free
dog training took place almost every weekend of fall quarter with the exception of
holiday weekends.
1. The EVPLA office as well as Finance and Business Committee funded this
project as it was used by mostly students in the community.
2. The EVPLA office also created graphics and advertised for this weekly event and
free resource to students.
VIIL.  Bird/Hopr Survey
A. In reaction to people’s mixed feedback from the recent electric scooters and bikes for rent
in Isla Vista and on campus, a survey was done to get a better grasp at the community’s
needs.
1. The overall feedback was mixed in people’s support or opposition to the scooters
and the bikes.
2. This anonymous survey was given to local elected officials and law enforcement
as to better understand student and community members’ perspectives.
IX.  Trans Joy
A. In response‘ to the administration’s definition of gender as being the sex assigned to a
person at birth, Senator Solomon organized a Trans Joy event with assistance from the

Sexual Assault and Senator Solomon created a space for survivors to come together and

to heal. Food was provided as well as gift bags with resources, pins, candy, and popcorn
inside.
1. The EVPLA helped in drafting questions to be discussed in the discussion part of

the event as well as led the discussion on at-risk groups.
a) The EVPLA office was also one of the entities to help fund this event,
XI.  InterVention Campaign
A. The InterVention campaign is one that is being launched this year. It will aim to educated
students and those in Isla Vista on how to intervene in a safe and effective manner in

situations where they could help someone. It will create a sense of responsibility and love
for Isla Vista and the people who live here with us.

1. This year we are begmnmg with intervention tactics in cases of people potentially

being taken advantage of/ taking advantage, including in party settings. Working
with Emily Montalvo-Telford from Students Against Sexual Assault, the EVPLA
office created a list of phrases that could be used for someone unsure of how to
intervene in a situation where it appears someone would need help.
a) Fliers with some of these things to say were put in the gift bags at the
Survivor Solidarity Event.
XIL.  Vigil For The Borderline Bar & Grill Tragedy
A. Inresponse to the tragedy in Thousand Oaks, the EVPLA office organized a vigil in the
Remembrance Garden in People's Park in Isla Vista to create a space for students to heal
and come together.
1. The vigil had a number of speakers including students. The microphone was then

opened for anyone to be able to share thoughts they had with the rest of the group
in attendance.

XL IV Lighting Walk

A. The lack of lighting in Isla Vista has been a long unresolved issue. To combat this, the
EVPLA office in collaboration with Lobby Corps is creating a comprehensive report to

indicate to local officials why lighting in Isla Vista is necessary and a priority for
students.

1. The lighting walk took place on a Friday night and we had 20 volunteers come to

walk through Isla Vista and indicate which streets had broken lights or no lights
at all. This information will be used to create a complete map of which areas
need lighting in Isla Vista,

2. More to this report and efforts will come during Winter Quarter.

XIV.  Communicated with Local Law Enforcement/ Representatives/ Community Members
