· Mohsin – strongly consider the time consideration, find a way to make this quicker

· Kwok – co-chairs not going to be found soon

· Don’t think there are going to be elections onto these positions

· Blant – bill is well intentioned but falling short

· Groups are going to wait a long time

· Marisela – authorized signers allowed to make financial decisions

· People qualified to become authorized signers by taking FBC workshop

· Mancini – thinks that SCORE need an extra check, maybe someone who is on FBC go to their meetings 

· Marisela could review it 

· There is already a system, requisition detailed and does not get paid out until there is appropriate documentation 

· Financial is Marisela’s responsibility
