B. PUBLIC FORUM
a. Izzy Parnell- Wolf and Arriana Rabago (Zero Waste Committee)
· Zero Waste Committee will be starting a project to restructure the waste infrastructure. The goal is to make the sorting process simple and clear. This will make it easier to sort waste properly. 

· The amount of compostable goods put into the landfill defeats the purpose of UCSB buying compostable goods. They plan on reaching out to other groups for funds and increasing signage.

· In Spring quarter there will be an educational campaign to educate students on what is compostable. 
b. Monte-Angel Richardson (EVPSA Office)
· Here to provide information on the presidential education budget proposal. If implemented key features are increasing spending to higher education, plan to increase the affordability of college.

· A lot of schools are already doing things, but the President wants to further push this. 

· There is also higher spending on the Pell Grant and incentives for colleges to accept students from lower income high schools.

· 150 million more has been allotted to work study programs. 

· The biggest reform is to make student loan interest rates follow the market and the expansion of the loan repayment option to make sure borrowers don’t have to spend more than 10% of their income on student loan repayments.

c. Jeanette Lydon and Aaron Jones AS Staff and Pardall Center

· Here to give an update, electrical work has started before winter break, we had to rewire the place and our electrician did a lot of great work for us. The Pardall center is doing really well electrically. 

· Waiting on the final approval from the fire department after getting the university required security system in place. We also have two phone lines that got put in.

· Looking into getting a conference table to put in the side room, we have a new bike rack thanks to AS Bike Comm and a cleaning service that will come twice a month. 

· Freedom Signs who will be making the sign will be making a mock up, and once we have one, we will be coming to show you. 

· The student fee advisory committee has been giving out funds for a decade, so we applied to get a grant for locks and another grant to cover our one-time expenses for moving to the Pardall center. I heard back that Associated Students is not eligible for that funding since they are not chartered with the university. The policy actually does not list Associated Students as a department that can’t receive funding. ASPB has applied and received funding in the past. 

d. Ranielle Cunanan- Ioarana Te Otea

· Here to request funding for their annual dance in the HUB. They promote cultural awareness and acceptance while having a fun place to go. The event is $3 presale and $5 at the door. It raises funds for larger events throughout the year. 

· Main focus is to get funding for the CSOs. 

e. Andres- Controller for the Association

· Wants to voice his support for the bill that limits spending on food by the BCCs. Limiting spending is a necessary thing.

f. Sawyeh- Attorney General

· The way bills have been written are not very easily enforced. Things need to be written very clearly and objectively. She is here to help look over bills before you submit them if you would like.

g. Kaitlin Christensen and Stacy CAB

· Wanted to give CAB’s view on the food bill. For whatever good purposes this bill is coming from, but if this bill passes, we would not be able to get any meeting food again. We have 100+ people coming to each general meeting and we usually spend $60-$80 each meeting. 

· There is a huge variety of BCCs where per person CAB does not spend a lot, versus other BCCs that spend extravagantly. Please consider the size of the BCCs and the general meetings.

h. Andres- Controller for the Association

· CAB just brought up a couple good points but a few of the solutions would be difficult to enforce. A percentage amount is hard to control depending on the budget of the BCCs and it would be difficult to differentiate between a general and board meeting.

· A max of $500 a quarter would be more reasonable, it would allow a group like CAB to buy food.

C-1. A.S. Committee & Ex-Officio Reports (3 minutes each)
a. CAB-

· We are taking a Spring Break trip probably somewhere on the east coast. We have all our weekly events going on in the next couple weeks.

· We have Care Mail with all the volunteer opportunities listed on there that gets sent out once a week.
· We went paintballing for out Winter retreat, and that was a lot of fun. 

C-2. Executive Director’s Reports
a. Dr. Marisela Marquez

· Conducting a search for the Administrative Office Coordinator. Jose is the new CFF Advisor, Mahader is the new Living History Coordinator. Omead now doing accounts payable and record keeping. Gabriella Piazza is a temporary Admin Coordinator. 

· We are currently looking for a Publications Coordinator for AS Publications. 

· IRS penalized us for 50,000 for submitting our 990 late, but we have that penalty removed. We still do not have clarification on students being employees or not.

· Business Services Committee has put together a proposal with the Bike Rental program.

· Met with the chair of ISBER and he said they would match for this cycle and there will be another meeting. 

· There is an ongoing series of dialogues with the Coastal Fund Board, who agreed to the majority of my recommendations. 

· There is an ongoing Fair Political Practices investigation that I am in the process of answering.

· My office hours have not been set yet since I am still finalizing my schedule.

C-3. Executive Officer Reports (10 minutes each)

a. President Jonathan Abboud
· The AS “endowment” is just about done, when it is done we will propose legislation to Senate to decide what it is supposed to do. 

· SIDE still needs one faculty member to sponsor it, we really need ten people who are willing to mentor a class in order for it to pass for next year. 

· Vote yes on the Campus Sexual Assault.

· The AS Strategic Plan is meant to keep plans continuing on past graduation of students. There needs to be 1-2 Senators who will be around for a while to help this.

· Elections Committee will be proposing elections code to you next week. Senate has final authority in legislation, if something does not sit well, change it.  

· I would support a more unilateral decision for the food policy bill, when there are a lot of specific exemptions, there are room for loopholes. $500 seems like a good idea. Maybe just see how much is actually being spent and then lower that amount to where you want it.

· Today we learned we are expanding the MCC as a part of the SURF project. 

· The Pardall Center has to have the new logo.
