B. PUBLIC FORUM
a. Monte-Angel Richardson (EVPSA Office
· Congressional Spending Bill has been passed into law recently. It passed by 359-67 in the House and was passed into law by Senate. 

· Its impact on higher education will be increased spending on campus and student aid programs, increase in funding for research grants, an increase in the maximum Pell Grant award. I million is set a side for a research council to look at how regulations on student aid is affecting students directly.

· 16 million increase to humanities and the arts.

· There is now funding in place that will have to be approved every year for financial aid. Non-profit loan services will be evaluated at the same standards as the for profit ones, which should make all student loan providers more competitive and receptive to student need.
b. Ajinkya Joshi (EVPSA Office- CA Budget)

· Overall this budget has a surplus and instead of expanding new programs, the governor wants to work on existing programs and repaying debt.

· California’s wall of debt is pretty large, and Brown wants to work on reducing that. 

· There is supposed to be an increase in schools general funds and a fund to make sure if schools enter a deficit in later years there are funds to make sure that can be covered.

· This means there should be no raises in tuition in the next couple of years. He wants to raise the safety net, raise minimum wage, and address climate change.

· The surplus will go to rainy day fund and paying off debts. Prop 98 will specifically address how much money goes to K-12 education.

· The UCs have a higher cost structure and the problem is trying to maintain the quality of education and completion rate. 

· Institutions will try to implement reforms and change how CSUs and UCs are working and trying to reform where the money goes so that more people graduate at a lower cost.

· There will be a general fund increase and ways to fix a lot of the problems with CSUs.

· Essentially tuition should remain the same

c. Sean Liberman Assistant Director of Technology

· Here to give an overview of technology at AS. We switched systems several times to be more efficient and to make things look better.

· We have managed to get around 56 sites and around 400 users. Each BCC has something on the website and it has helped empower student groups so that they can advertise. 

· There are a couple upcoming sites like a landlord evaluation site, which is about 70% done as of now.

d. Nikki Freed & Audrey Zahlis-Kappa Alpha Theta

· Doing a bike ride to raise money for a cancer foundation. In order to participate Audrey needs to raise 4,500 dollars, she has currently raised $6,000.

· Their house will be trying to raise at least $1,000.  They are asking for a donation of $500 to pay for the hair ties for a fundraiser so that all the profits go to the foundation.

e. Claire- Elections

· There is an election bill being discussed that I want to give a background on. It was passed last spring quarter but there was a mix up with minutes and there are no records of it passing. There are new additions to that code from last spring that are on the code that is presented tonight.

f. Belen- Coalition on Housing Justice

· The coalition is a group of students and faculty that discusses issues concerning housing. As of now they are discussing resources that can be created for students and how to outreach to students that could use it. 

· There is a survey posted that we need 2,000 more signatures on, and there are flyers to be passed out. If there is anyone willing to table that would be appreciated.
C. EXTERNAL REPORTS  

C-1. A.S. Committee & Ex-Officio Reports (3 minutes each)
a. James- Q Comm

· We have retreat booklets that are changed this year, usually we have our officers do projects every quarter but as of now we are working more on the lock in fee. Safe Zoning has been really successful this year. 

· Normally we fund major queer conferences, but it did not happen this year so we are funding a few other events. Pride is now completely under Q Comm this year and we are looking for volunteers, we need a lot of help. We are also looking for a theme so if you have any ideas let me know.

b. Erick Lankey- AS Food Bank

· We are doing a February Food Month. Some of the events are around how to eat on a budget tours at the Co-Op. We will be doing an extreme couponing event to buy the most non- perishable food. That will be from the 10th to the 24th.

· We will also have a challenge where people try to live on the food stamps budget. On the 25th there will be a large event discussing the other events from throughout the time period. 

C-2. Executive Director’s Reports
a. Dr. Marisela Marquez

· Personnel Changes- They are bringing in candidates for interviews this week and then top candidates will be interviewed and a decision will be made soon.

· The bike rental program received the green light over the break and I have been in contact with the Business Services Committee to get that started.

· Has submitted most of the data from 2010-2014 outlining cases dealt with by the LRC attorney. This is helpful for the LRC lesion as the advisory board continues their oversight now of a Case Manager. 

· There are new key systems going in place, with all the locks of AS and the Pardall center getting the fees from SFAC.

· Fair Political Practices inquiry: Through the Office of the Presidents counsel, Nancy Hamill, have responded on behalf of the association to request minutes of Coastal Fund and final reports of our grantees and general questions of process.

· Consultants are meeting with the newly formed Guiding Group to help mold the plan for the student strategic plan effort.

· The Politics of the University of California Class is going to be a new course delivered through the Department of Political Science. Jonathan and Alex are course leaders. 

· Working with Tuyen Nguyen and Gretchen Flavo to articulate how we will be working together with the United Way campaign. The donation will count toward the United Way’s efforts but will be distributed to AS Food Bank.
