B. PUBLIC FORUM
a. Auditor Presentation

i. Brief Definition of Financial Statements. Record the Financial statements of a business, individual or entity. What they do, they do not have association with AS, they express opinion based on statements.

ii. Discussing financial conditions at end of 2013 compared to past two years. Components that contributed to increase in 2013. Cash is biggest number in the assets, 67% and investments are 20%. Large increase in assets from 12-13, cash increased by 750,000. Liabilities are about 10% of the total assets. No debt or long term problems, as that is a low amount and is very easy to pay off.

iii. Revenues have the same trend as expenses as they goes down from 2011-2012 and then up from 2012-2013. Cost of living expenses is primarily what drove up expenses. The first year the revenue increased, expenses did not grow as much meaning all of the money was not spent on student programs. Overall the change in net assets was 800,000 where as last year it was 83,000.

iv. They were allowed to look at whatever they needed, the most important thing was there was no disagreements with management and the audit went very smoothly. Their firm has been doing the audit for AS for a very long time. They are required to report any issues in internal control. They did not identify any material weaknesses, but they did feel like they needed to discuss smaller deficiency. There is not perfect segregation of duties since the department is not large. The emergency student loans. Student Organizations need to communicate better
i. Political activities are under strict legal restrictions. Can not take a stand on any kind of election or the IRS could revoke tax exempt status if they feel an organization has violated the rules. Can have non-partisan activities, but cannot actively campaign.

ii. Questions- 

a. Amir- Are you suggesting there is a deficiency in staff members in AS?

i. No, there is a lack of accounting staff but the benefit of hiring more people does not match the cost.

b. Andre Theus- May be a question for Cindy, question about what qualifies as substantial lobbying.

i. There is no hard line, but generally if you give less than 5% of your time as an organization it would be acceptable.

c. Nick- You mentioned there is more revenue than expenses, where does that surplus end up.

i. Some of the lock in fees got a surplus, as since the fees were voted upon by the students, the money could not go anywhere else. 

d. Alex Moore- Could you elaborate, is there any benefit to us doing the expenditure test instead?

i. It was not recommended, it was just something we like to bring to the Senate’s attention.

b. Andrew Doerr- AS Publications Coordinator

i. The Media Center at the AS Annex has cameras available for checking out, has basic equipment and the goal to build that out into a kit. There will be a series of workshops this quarter, many dealing with graphic design. We would like to increase attendance. They are every Thursday starting next week at 4. i. Upcoming outreach opportunities. Self Defense class, ride alongs, and call of duty tournaments. 

ii. Safety is utmost priority. 

iii. Questions

1. Beatrice- You mentioned a ride along, can you explain?

a. You can send me an email and I can set up a time and date for when you are available. There is a dress code, then we take you out and you ride in the passenger seat and get a sense of what goes on. 

2. Beatrice- What kind of standard training do UCPD officers get?

a. It starts in the Police Academy, then a 17 week department training, and that’s before they even ride in a car. Then we do annual training as a department, we spend a weeks training. 

3. Beatrice- Have there been recent trends in crime on campus lately?

a. WE typically see a lot of property crime, very seldom is it a forced entry. There are exceptions, but my message is to lock your belongings, and don’t provide an opportunity.

4. Derek- Is there anything Senate can do to help your job be easier?

a. In the past we have partnered, maybe we will ask you to provide outreach in order to get more participation in upcoming events such as a lighting walk. 

5. John- Is there a procedure or policy associated with the no smoking policy?

a. It is not a law enforcement issue, but we are not written into that policy.

6. Nikki- Would you be willing to do the self defense class or call of duty program in a residence hall?

a. Absolutely.

7. Nick- Do you see the involvement of police in the no smoking policy changing?

a. No I don’t, law enforcement operates under legal parameters. The university policies are not law. Most people comply, and we have a really good campus as far as the smoking issue.

8. John- How do you feel our campus is as far as safety in a society with shootings?

a. Our department is very prepared. We engage in drills and training for scenarios such as this with projectiles. The campus as a whole is very prepared. See something, please say something. 

9. Beatrice- WE recently acquired the space on Pardall, since it is university property, is there the possibility of having police patrol it?

a. Absolutely. The secret is to have food over there and police will be there all the time

d. Diana Ryan- Executive Assistant to the Chancellor.

i. If there are any ways I can help with anything, let me know. I am new to the position, get used to seeing me around. 

1. Maria- If we wanted to meet with the chancellor can I email you?

a. It’s probably better to email him and CC me.

e. Sawyeh Maghsoodioo and Andrea Keyes- Attorney General Office

i. Andrea is being appointed, she’s the go to girl. She is worth it!

f. Katya Armistead from OSL

i. The update on Meningitis is coming, they will want to have you help spread it. We have had no new cases since last year. We had four, and one was pretty serious. The CDC was here, did some evaluations and with our support, they are submitting an application to the FDA to get use to a vaccine. A decision has not been made as to who the vaccine will be available to, we are hoping all undergraduates. We want everyone to get it that can if it is approved. The process will take several weeks, it is not up to us, we are waiting for the CDC and FDA. We know cases can emerge over several months, so be alert and mindful of healthy habits. Students need to be smart, beer pong is a bad idea right now. Just cut down those activities, wash your hands to prevent the spread. 

ii. Questions

1. Affie- Do you know the vaccine isn’t approved here yet? 

a. I don’t know why the FDA proceeds the way they do. They are more cautious than other countries, so I think it just takes time. 

2. Kamia- Will the vaccine be free for students?

a. Yes the university will pay for it. 

3. Kamia-  Are there any side effects?

a. There is a risk with any vaccine, there is a lengthy form giving a background and you’ll sign a consent form. We are required to have medical people on staff as there is a risk of immediate fainting, but it is not sure if that is associated with the vaccine or with the recipients.

4. Melvin- Can you take this along with the flu shot?

a. I don’t know. Get your flu shot now!

g. Melvin Singh- EVPSA

i. Just wanted to introduce myself, I am looking forward to working with all of you.

ii. Questions-

1. Jimmy- What do you do?

a. Work closely with BCCS, and with student revenue.

2. Rhea- Will you be attending student lobby meetings?

a. Yes.

h. Amir Khazalei 

i. Wanted to give a quick update on what got done. When you go to your BCC meeting this week can you mention that the Pardall center is open, and to start thinking about allocating funds for rent for the Pardall center if they plan on using it at all. We have to keep rent covered. We got new flood lamps for outside, we started working on a self help center, everything was made uniform, electricity was fixed, the ECI space was cleared out in the back, we put the order in for the new sign, and we set it up a study space right now. Ad hoc meetings are on Fridays, everyone is welcome to come to them. The main thing is to keep this space going.

ii. Questions

1. Montana- What are we asking BCCs to allocate money for?

a. To have them help donate money to pay rent for the next two years. Maybe a pledge amount, in order to facilitate use of the space for all students. Its not an association only space, its open for everyone.

2. Beatrice- Do you know when we are getting the sign?

a. We put the work order in, apparently the sign is designed, but we have not bought the sign from the company that physically makes it. I will keep you updated.

3. Beatrice- IVCRC is interested in doing a contest or a mural on the walls, either inside or outside.

a. That we would have to ask the landlord, as we are leasing the space. That might be a dialogue we would need to have. Maybe we could have the mural or drawing on something that would go over the walls. 

4. Andrew Neiman- what the amount you would like BCCs to pledge?

a. Around 40,000 amount from the entire association. The more they pledge, the more room that gives the association to develop the space in the beginning phase. 

5. Jonathan- Is there anybody making the decision on what the sign looks like beyond two people?

a. The ad hoc committee will be looking at it. 

6. Beatrice- DO we have to resign the lease every two years?

a. That’s something Marisela is working on, we are gearing towards a permanent presence there.
C. EXTERNAL REPORTS  
C-1. A.S. Committee & Ex-Officio Reports (3 minutes each)
a. Maria Flores- Chair of Student Lobby

· We are working on a voter reg that we want to do at Tropicana. Currently working on more outreach and scheduling more lobby visits. 

· We are planning SOC for next quarter, applications come out around week six. We take around 60 students. 

· Questions

· Beatrice- What new outreach will you be doing?

· More tabling, more class reps, and more org reps. We would like to see your faces in our committee as well, as your job is really important. 

· Montana- What do you do in a lobby visit?

· We have a small group of students and we talk to representatives about things that pertain to our community. Our meetings are open to the community as we can communicate all of the issues to our representatives. 

· Nikki- We can help you get on the flush. How late do your lobby meetings go?
· Usually they are around an hour. 
· Nikki- What actual campaigns and lobby issues?
· The UCSA campaigns, we want to work on a campaign that supports UC workers. We also want to focus on a voter reg drive.
· Nick- When you lobby, is it each person saying their opinion or do you come together?
· Oh no, its all very structured with facts and telling them what we expect form them. Everyone has a designated role and we come up with a unified stance in advance. There is no disconnect between the group. We do not lobby on controversial issues. We can tell you all what our stance is before we go if you would like.
C-2. Executive Director’s Reports
C-3. Executive Officer Reports (10 minutes each)
a. EVPSA: EVP of Statewide Affairs Alexandria Chote

· Also here to answer questions about the UCSA. The syllabus us finalized, we have guest speakers and class discussion planned. There is a clear outline for staff members which includes updating the website which hasn’t been updated since 2009. 

· Our big event is week 4, A week of revenue. More information to come, but it essentially focuses on student loan debt on Monday and Tuesday, Wednesday is focused on legalizing marijuana where the profits go to higher education, and Friday will be a forum. 
· Questions-

· Theus- When is location going up for the class?

· All the information is on GOLD. Add codes are given out tomorrow

· Derek- What is your opinion on UCSA budget?

· I would say pass it. I have no problems with it.

· Amir- What is the process to reallocate the UCSA budget?

· If 1/3 of the association voted no. You can only say that you do or do not like how the money allocated was spent. Stipends are similar form of honoraria. 

· The line items are very vague in proportion to money being allocated. Fire has nothing allocated, and campaign materials have a lot. 
· The fire area was covered by a grant. Bonuses were increased as the previous executive director put us in a bad legal position and we had to fix this.

b. President Jonathan Abboud

· We are looking to have many large products done this year. The SURF initiative is close to a final referendum cost for the UCen, $20 for the first 4 years and $68 afterwards, we have knocked it down with donations. Health and Wellness will finally have a space on campus. GSA is on board, they are going to go for it, there are a lot of coalition meetings happening about this. We secured 5 million dollars from donations for funding for this. 

· We got our first donation from a past AS President. The AS reunion is January 25th, the AS fellows have all been placed in office. A lot of the students really enjoyed the opportunities given to them this year. 

· I’m working with TBTN on our changes to the campus’ policies on sexual assault. We are doing a massive outreach campaign. 
· Our first meeting for a strategic plan is coming up. Eventually we want to have a trickle down 3 year plan for every department in the association. 

· Budget Transparency is in the works, I want to create a website where you can look at the breakdowns for each specific amount.

· I only intended the Pardall Center to be done if IVCRC and CAB can foot the bill. We do not have money in the budget for this with staff salaries going up every year. 

· Questions-

· Beatrice- You said you were under the impression of the IVCRC and CAB footing the bill for the Pardall center?

· Yes based on the conversations with the staff. I really do not believe we can afford that amount of money every year out of our general fund. Obviously things have changed. I personally never saw the point of the Pardall center for 70,000 a year.

· Derek- I know there have been issues in the past with money allocated with the UCEN and I don’t want that to happen again.

· The AS President will be put as a voting member on the board. We will also orient people better to the positions that would affect that. We will have good student reps that understand that their allegiance is to the students, not the UCEN administration. 

· Andre Taylor- Is it okay if we come to the meetings if we haven’t filled out the doodle?

· Yes.

· Andre Taylor- Are we not building the Pardall Center until 2018?

· I mean there are delays and it takes a year to build, the coastal commission will get upset, and by the time it opens, 2018 is realistic. In a perfect world it will be 2016.

· Amir- Other than CAB, and IVCRC, how else would you prioritize the other groups in AS to help allocate funds.

· I would prefer there were no fees going there, but I don’t want any base fees coming in. this year I’m going to assume fees go down again this year, and we have less funds to go to the BCCs, and to reduce that even more, we would only have 2 BCCS. We can spend a lot and then have no money left over.

· John- If we cant afford it, what happens?

· We would either be breaking the contract or pay a cancellation fee. Which would be up to you to decide if that was wise. 

· Beatrice- Would your recommendation to be to not renew the lease?

· We should see where we are at, if we can afford it. I think it is a good thing, but its not about if it is cool or not, buts its about if we can afford it. I don’t want to get to the point where our BCCs have no money. 

· Nick- You mentioned the general fund, and us not being able to afford it due to increasing staff salaries which are 23% of our budget.

· Technically not. You have AS lock-ins, then the UC lock ins, and then the undesignated money. The staff salaries had to go up due to creation of new positions, healthcare being transferred to AS from the UC.

· Nick- Would it be a possibility to restructure our staff positions in order to open up more money for our orgs?

· Its never been done before but you are the ones who are ultimately in charge of the funds allocation.
c. IVP Kyley Scarlet

· Office hours are due by end of next week, if you have any conflicts send me your schedules. Marisela and I are talking about doing a senate outreach with the high school. We would shuttle you out there.

· BCCs are going to have to present their budget at a budget meeting this quarter. · We also sent a letter to the department of finance in regard to keeping the community center. Keep your fingers crossed. Beatrice has a senate version of all the letters that are written. It would be great if you could pass that tonight if it gets on the agenda. 

· Santa Maria oil project was passed with strict regulations. The Islamic center in Goleta has been approved.  It’s been in the process for a long time and its very exciting. Unanimously voted in! Pier 421 is in the process of having someone try to reopen it, it’s the state more of telling Goleta. Essentially the state gets to decide, and all Goleta can do is deny NoCo the right o the onshore processing facilities. Pier 421 was closed the first time do an oil spill FYI. Plastic bag ban will probably come before the board in April. The new city council was sworn in Tuesday. It’s currently divided between slow and smart growth. There were also a lot of speakers against the gang injunction.
