B. PUBLIC FORUM
a. Leliani Rhiahi- Persian Student Group

1. Want to have a event this Sunday in honor of Persian New Years. We are asking for money this late since their date got moved up three weeks in advance to accommodate a speaker and allow the event to not be on dead week.

2. Focusing on diversity and making this year inclusive. Wants to make the event more geared towards minorities, and have asked guest speakers to come in and talk about their various different experiences.

3. Want to open up discussion for all minorities and be inclusive. 

4. For this to happen we have to get funding for food of about $1300 as we have an invoice for $1200 from a catering company. We are hoping to use our emergency funding for this as it is our most important event.

b. Andre Theus/Montana- The Senate Room

1. Wanted to increase the transparency for Senate for students. The video stems from everyone wanting information about the Senate meeting. The info is done in around a minute, and is easily accessible for all students

2. We did an example of one this weekend to give you an idea. These would have info about public forum and about what bills and resolutions were passed.

3. We would like to alternate Senators giving the report, we recorded it on a video camera and Erika edited it, so it’s a little rough. WE weren’t sure if we wanted to do a more professional or rough version.

4. Videos wouldn’t be allowed to be posted until the minutes are approved in Senate the week after.

c. Debby Fleming-Meningitis

1. Vaccine Starts on Monday. We are running adds in TBL and the Nexus this week, we would love to have your help and support in making sure that all students know they are eligible.

2. There are probably about 150 people on campus who have been working full time to make this happen. People have been asking what the concerns and questions are. 

3. It is an investigational drug, it has been approved in other countries, the company that makes it just has not applied to have it approved in the United States. 

d. Daniel, Molly, and Natalie -Catalyst 

1. UCSB’s literary arts magazine, the English department thought you should have information before voting on it.

2. It was revised this quarter and its focus is solely on student arts. Our first issue is our Winter issue. We have built our organization up from one person to now around fourty. 

3. We accept work form students from all majors and years. The work is solely judged based on merit, and not around specifics of the author’s major.

4. Our first launch party was January 30th, we had performances form some of the student contributors. The Co-Op and ASPB funded and provided facilities for the event. The general manger of Co-Op said it was the best event the Co-Op has seen.

5. We need funding to reach the student body and to get more contributors. We are hoping to get this on lock to focus our energy on publication itself. The PDF will be up online since we have limited press.

e. Andy, Sarah and Kat Senior Book

1. The Senior Book is a commemorative book that is given at commencement. It has photos and quotes as well as provides jobs for students creating the book.

2. Daily Nexus came to commencement and provided a list of names of everyone who graduated for $20. We continued to focus on seniors with providing free senior portraits and photography. The fact that the students paid $20 for only a list of names shows the demand for this among students. We have seen an increase in sales already, and we have not even gotten to grad fairs or spring quarter.

3. It was difficult for us to get signatures, as of now we are pulling from Nexus funds, but we are here to get on the ballot in order to get our own funding. 
f. EVPLA and IVCRC Mural Proposal

1. Asking for the okay to paint a small mural on the inside of the Pardall Center. There will be a competition for students to submit proposals for the mural, we will place ones at ChillaVista. From there the one with the highest votes will be brought here, voted on, and ten hopefully implemented.

C. EXTERNAL REPORTS  

C-1. A.S. Committee & Ex-Officio Reports (3 minutes each)
a. IAC

· Wanted to give an update on what we are doing. Our fixed income portfolio is about 25% of what we manage. We sold one of our securities, and used that to buy two others.

· Common stock is bought at a price, and when it goes up you try to sell and make a profit.  A fixed income is more like a government bond.

· Since bonds are tied to interest rates that are agreed on, as interest rates go up, the bond price will go down.

· The major risk in investing in US debt is the interest rate. When rates are supposed to rise, investing in something where rates are supposed to rise is not a good idea.

· The federal reserves has been buying billions of dollars of bonds every months, keeping interest rates low. Rates have been between 2 and 3% around 2011. The average inflation rate/what we aim for is around 3%

· Unemployment is down to 6.6%, this leads to tapering where the government buys less bonds every month. Interest rates are projected to increase, so the security we did own previously was sold as it was the best idea.

· Barclays preferred stock is one of the securities. They declined a little bit in revenue, and had a loss in order to transform their divisions. They were the only bank to fire their CEO and upper management after the financial crisis. Should not go out of business for a long time. They have never missed out on a dividend. 

· However it is not cumulative, and it is callable. These are smaller concerns, and do not provide a big risk. 

· Mexico has a very high yield on their ten-year bond. In evaluating this we want to examine all aspects, so including the country’s GDP as well. The war against the drug cartels has improved in the past couple of years. In the capital Mexico City, the murder rate is small, so the danger in the outer areas does not affect the financial ability of it to pay of their debts. 

· There are two options, the ten and twenty year bonds. The yield on the 10 year is 6.3% and the yield on the 20 year is 7.4% 

· We are selling an intermediate duration bond that is invested mainly in government securities. We think interest rates will rise, so it would be smart to sell it.

· SURF has 2,000 signatures which is 65% of what we need. We are having a door to door in the Res Halls on Sunday, come help out and get free food at 5pm when we are done. We have continued issues with the UCen governance board, except now they just aren’t saying anything. 

· The restructure has been delayed, but expect them next week. Final language should be done Monday night.

· Met with Andre last night to discuss issues with orgs that have institutional requirements but no institutional support. 

· We have two options for the endowment- restrict the use and keep it with the foundation or relax the restrictions a bit and manage it within AS. 

· The estimated cost for the meningitis vaccine is 2million but there is no real determination of who is paying for it yet.

· Talking to the architect of the Nest, there might be an opportunity for him to speak to Senate during open forum next week, ill keep you up to date. 

· Did the first AS day at the county meeting. We have a really passionate group of students. We focused on how to lobby and how and why we talk to elected officials. That is happening the 21st of February. We had a last minute cancellation from a supervisor that was a bummer. 

· Will forward you the expenditure audit report that I based my budget to Finance Board on. 

d. EVPSA Alexandria Choate

· Continuing voter registration efforts in IV, Tuesday and Wednesday evenings and Saturday afternoons. If you want to get involved and do office hours you can do voter registration.

· We have a UCSA board meeting in two weeks, if you want to go let me know. 

· I would suggest for you all to look into using a different travel agency as it has proven unreliable. It is an ongoing problem, Marisela can answer any questions. I know my office along with BCCs have had issues.

· I was on a conference call today on how to get students involved in cover California, as we have the highest amount of how much we have to give as far as health insurance to students. The director of financial aid was really interested in how we could cut costs. 

· Irvine has put up a resolution to draw from UCSA. After talking to the director and president of UCSA I have found they currently pay minimum dues level and 29,000 to the org. San Diego also might withdraw, and that will be extremely detrimental to the organization, it is really concerning. UCSA leadership was given no warning, the president actually found this out through Facebook. UCSA’s leadership will be attending Irvine’s meeting tomorrow to ask them to postpone the vote until after the board meeting so we can come up with a compromise.

e. Student Advocate General- Kristian Whittaker

· Office has been functioning well, we are short one staff member, but interviews are this Friday and then we will have a full staff. Some heavy hitting cases this quarter, but hey are being handled appropriately.

· We had a few cases where the trend is an issue of academic plagiarism, and the trend comes from the international student population. They’ve never been properly briefed on our academic policies and their idea of plagiarism is very different from our ideas. We are working on a campaign to put together a presentation for their orientation.
