· Ongoing Efforts/Issues: Our Associated Students’ 990 has been filed.  

· In 1990 I was hired to oversee the Main Office

· The Legal Code had every section in a separate document and over 120 bills that had not been entered

· There was only one advisor for all of the Boards and Committees except Program Board did have their own advisor- Marilyn Dukes

• Over the past 25 years staff has been reorganized a few times and grown a little. There were approximately 16-20 staff members in 1990 and In 1994 we moved from the third floor of the Ucen to our current main location
· Fall 2006  $100 Students Initiative Passes
· Budget goes from approximately $3 million to $9 million (includes pass-through and 19 AS Committee lock-ins) AS Membership Fee (Base fee went from $9 to $39) $2,003,800 added to Committees budget
· Staff for Executive Officers exploded, we added the Annex and space in Ucen and IV

· Work-load has increased and evaluation has been difficult due to existing workload

· 39 Total Staff positions are on the organization chart with 9 Vacant positions (one filled with a Temporary employee), 1 Executive Director, 9 Unit A- Development and Leadership Staff, 19 Unit B- Engagement and Services, 11 Unit C- Technical Assistance and Operations, 30 current staff members only 8 more than pre Students Initiative

· Some of these positions are funded by lock-ins

· Beth Ramone at 25% helping until a recruitment can be done.

· All of the staff planning has been in response to the needs and work of students 
· There is a binder of information in Denise’s office available to you.
C-3. Executive Officer Reports (10 minutes each)

a. President Jonathan Abboud
· SIRRC has 1500 signatures so far not counting health and wellness, we are halfway. Negotiations on the UCEN governance change has been ongoing, they are not as bad as I thought they would be. I am really fighting to make sure senators can be appointed to the board, just like they can be appointed to the Rec Cen board. We are hopefully meeting tonight, since our last meeting was taken over by budget hearings.

· The new budget website- there are trying to figure out security issues with Davis, so we are waiting on that. They also have elections and a scandal, so we are waiting on their executive director.

· Send us your opinions on the budget and the website, we want to redesign everything. I recommend we do a web presence initiative for the Strategic Plan, some of our websites need some serious help.

· Having issues with endowment, the campus says that Student Affairs should be the administrators for that instead of AS, I will be talking to them about it, it does not make sense.

· Sent out the campus regulations, that’s only done every four years. If you have anything let me know, I want to bring up the Freedom of Speech thing. 

· The bookstore committee met and explained the cost of the textbooks, most of it stem from the publishers, not the bookstore. 

· We have 10ish weeks left, so get something done or complete your projects.

b. IVP Kyley Scarlet
· Childish tickets go to Belen and Andre.

· I posted on the fb page about the library renovations focus group meetings. 

· Facing Race counts as one of your conferences, if you haven’t done one yet you should do it.

· If you have anything you want to change on th website let us know.

· Public Forum is now using Google Drive! 

· Things that want to be added to the ballot would have to be added to action items and approved by 2/3 of senate and then 60% of student body would have to vote for it.

· Finance Board doesn’t meet Monday, which is why Sigma Chi Omega came here to request for the funds. They are tapping into Spring just so you know, that would also need to be placed as an action item, it would be retroactive.

· Jimmy’s thing would also be an action item, it could be done from FB or from Senate.

· There has been a lot of talk about the calendar change, here’s some history. This happens about every six to seven years as its set up so move in cannot fall on that holiday. However problems are the last day of finals and the end of the grading periods are two days apart. However, most likely you wont get the grades until the first day of winter quarter, which hurts people who are on the track problem. That’s an issue that will need to be resolved for next year. We just approved the 2018-2019 calendar, there’s not much that could be changed.

· Some Senators wanted us to make a gold star table for Senators so think about that and give me feedback.

· My office now has an Instagram, Senator of the week gets to have their picture on it. 

· Thank you to everyone who went to the budget hearings. 

· How would you feel about trying out the State Street room for Senate meetings? 

· The Senator of the week is Elliot! He signed up for his first group project and fulfilled his entire requirement.
c. EVPLA Alexander Moore
· The Nest Isla Vista would take up Dublin’s, Precious Slut and Campus Cuts. There are two units labeled “affordable.” I have no idea what that means. It would have to be a very substantial discount to be really affordable.

· There was some speculation that the hotel things was for a parking write off, as hotels don’t require as many parking spaces as apartment buildings. The building is lead certified and green, but I don’t know exactly what that means in facts. This is a four story building. SBar heard their initial pitch, and SBar is very narrowly scoped, they cannot vote based on our rejection to how it fits into our community. I think SBar is not where we will kill this, I think that would be more like the Planning Committee. I recommend most of you to come to the SBar site visit.

· SBar will vote and it will probably get approved. There it goes to county and they have a much bigger scope. Isla Vista technically does not have a master plan, but we can bring up objections that this will change the feel of our downtown. If the planning commission approves it, then it goes to a board that can kick it back or approve it. If SBar kicks it back, then who knows how long this could take. If you are not graduating keep that in mind. The was resident turn out, there is still opposition to this. 

· WE had Beth Kromm come in , whose son died from falling off the cliff. She got property owners to take her seriously, there were dismissive things that students said but I did my best to bring up student concerns.

d. EVPSA Alexandria Choate

· Apologize for ruining the Beyonce surprise. 

· Governor Brown, Nepolitano, and the Board have all said they do not want to raise tuition for next year. 

· I’m hoping we can get good news coverage on the Master Plan. The undergraduates at Santa Cruz have introduced it as of yesterday.

· The week of revenue went really well, we are looking to make that an annual thing. Dos Williams was saying that other members were coming up to him showing him the get high for higher education buttons. 

· Everyone seemed mostly in support of legalization, the only person against it was Capps due to her constituency. Everyone was on board with funding higher education.

· There was a movie screening tonight as well as a Game of Life event some time in the future to show the disparities of having different identities. 

· The round table meeting is where we get together from the different campus communities and to get a perspective on what’s going on with the UC system. What we got out of that is that Dos Williams is focusing on revenue instead of other solutions. Chris Newfield has a fantastic blog and a new book coming out that is pretty well known in Santa Barbara and the academic communities. He predicted it would only take 6-7 billion to fully fund higher education in California. 

· The baseline to determine voter attitude towards higher education was done last year and is in the workers to get more info this year.

· Along with the %5 increase the CSUs and UCs are seeing this year, Gov. Brown is reluctant to give more money until more students graduate at a rate of 4 years. 

· UCSA meets next March. 

· Matthew is a fellow working on an event for State Constitutional Amendment 5 which is meant to overturn Prop209 which prohibits affirmative action in California. We are working to voice our support for SCA5 which would be right after the Face of Race. 

· Do voter reg! WE are hitting IV now, if you want to do that and get office hours it is fun.

· Apparently the federal government is going to allot 25million dollars to undocumented students. That’s not a lot, but it’s a step in the right direction and it is a bi-partisan movement as well. 

· Earlier in the school year Nepolitano allocated money for undocumented students and she is leaving it up to the campus to see how it will be distributed.
