B. PUBLIC FORUM
· Jeff Shalton- The Nest

1. Proposed building on Embarcadero and Pardall. Want to walk through the project to tell you what’s going on. We have been to the review board once but they didn’t know what the IV master plan was. 

2. It is called the Nest, and to get to this point in design, the owner comes to me. Its my job to understand the community and talk to the planning department. Grew up in this town so he knows IV pretty well. The planning department wants it to be more dense in Isla Vista with more housing and different kinds of housing.

3. We have developed this building where we find out how many units can go in with how much parking. My goal as architect is to try to make it work in the community. Buildings are going in in different places and we have to envision the future. I want to keep buildings fun and address pedestrians and keep it livable and interesting. I have done a number of buildings in town and they all address the pedestrian. I have maintained keeping the second floor deck open with something up there to keep activity going. 

4. We also had a goal to make single occupancy units where you could rent a place at the same place as somewhere else with furniture already provided. These built in units with one bed, bathroom, and kitchenette with nice light are nice units that could be rented. This would help reduce waste. We also ended up with fourteen hotel units, as the owner is interested in doing that. There is a commercial space, which is hard to do as we also want parking. We will have 24 spaces there with car share units. 

5. We have the two story pedestrian corner which we are trying to maintain and open facades, with only one driveway cut since we have to have the parking. Half the roof deck is a green roof which collects the storm water. We are planning on collaborating with the art department for the façade and the engineering department in order to weave a few extra things in. All the rooms get great sunlight, as do the hallways. The backside facing the ocean is trying to get all the units to have their own light and shade.

6. Here to get your critique, questions and things I can take back and incorporate or explain.

· Mike Sahl

1. President, Founder, of UCSB Disc Golf

2. Disc Golf is similar to traditional golf with 18 holes and a par. You throw a disc instead of hitting a ball

3. One difference is that golf has clubs and disc golf has different discs for different distances. To finish the hole, the disc hits the chains and falls into the holes

4. Created the UCSB disc golf team, to go to nationals we had to go compete against the top 8 teams in the region, losing first place by one point. We had to tackle fundraising and to do this, I tried to set the Guinness world record of most amount of disc golf holes played in 24 hours. I broke that record last year playing about a hole every 66 seconds for 24 hours straight. 

5. We arrived at nationals, we had never even heard of the format, and we placed 15ht out of 65 teams that were there. I placed 2nd total, losing by one stroke. This year we are looking really good and we have all played constantly to improve and we are very confident in our abilities. We are hoping for a top 5 finish at nationals. We just do not have the funds this year as we do not have a stunt like breaking a world record.

· Gabriella P and Cindy L- AS Admin

1. Wanted to introduce Gabriella. She had been working as a temp since November, doing all of Jesse’s job after Jesse left. She was selected as the official position for the job in January.
· Derek

1. At the beginning of the quarter we had an idea to put the buyer and seller of textbooks that is UCSB exclusive. It’s cutting out administrative costs and trying to make books more affordable. We want to come to you to think of a name and a tag line to get this looking visually appealing as now its only function. 

2. We have talked to the LRC and the risk management consultant about possible liabilities and it looks like there won’t be any as long as we do a terms of use and all that. 

3. I think we could actually brand this, to let people know what it is, how it functions. 

· Kaitlyn H and Casey H- IVCRC Update

1. Just wanted to give our last report for the quarter. We are starting to plan Chillavista for May 3rd. We are going to bring it back to local, back to how it was long ago instead of a mini extravaganza. We are trying to do zero waste. 

2. We are going to have a contest during Chillavista where artists display their work and people vote on it. The winner will have their art turned into a mural on the Pardall Center. The more intense planning meetings are Tuesday at 7 in the Pardall Center.

· Daniela Bayon- Rate my Landlord Update

1. This quarter met with the media review people to establish what the review page will look like. We want a security deposit put on there, the legal occupancy of the units, as well as total rent cost of the house. This would help us work on establishing data to send out and to allow students to get an idea of what housing is like in IV.

2. Most the work this quarter has been on the back end, working on coding and technical issues, but its been really important for how students are going to find information. 

3. We are working on creating a timeline to get a soft opening going out, and allowing people to give feedback to make it easier for students when we finally launch or beta.

· Kaitlyn C.

1. Co Chair of CAB, first I wanted to thank you for working on the food bill, I looked over it and there will be a few things we will need to tighten up, but it is manageable and it makes sense. With that I wanted to say something- I understand you are some of the most involved in AS here, so I would like to bring up that people cannot understand some of the language. I was reading through the restructure and it was impossible to understand, there is so much changing and I would just caution to reach out to BCCs and get their opinions. If you all had done that with the food bill the first time, it would not have passed. 

2. Lastly, I know I’ve seen some of you, but come to BC4. A lot of the chairs don’t know you guys, and that makes it intimidating for them to come here and present and speak in front of everyone. 

· Ariel Bornea- UCPD

1. I am the public relations specialist for the UCPD. The chief apologized for not being able to be here. Concerning the recent events, he wanted me to relay that it is an ongoing investigation and we cannot discuss a lot of things in order to protect the privacy of the survivor. Video surveillance has already gone up, there is a move to get enhanced lighting in both IV and campus. We have more cops on duty and increased numbers of rounds. We have an increased relationship with the chancellor. There are an additional 6-8 CSO’s for escorts every night, and that really is the safest way to get home. It’s an all hands on deck situation at the police department, it is like a battle station there. 

2. He wanted to replay that he is confident that if we continue with what we are ding that this will get dealt with. 

· Amalia- ASPB

1. Program Board just had the Childish this weekend and it went really well. We have Extravangaza on May 18th coming up, and an event in the Hub tomorrow night. We are here to ask for more time on the restructure bill just because we know you guys have been having ad-hoc meetings and our board meetings have been during yours. There are not minutes for those meetings so we have not had an update. When Jonathan had sent out the new bills, we have had an event almost every day of the week so we just have not had time. 

2. We have been going through and looking at the old legal code and looking at it line by line. Its just all italicized, so its all confusing. It takes a long time. I don’t know why it couldn’t wait to be passed for the first meeting of spring.
C. EXTERNAL REPORTS  

C-1. A.S. Committee & Ex-Officio Reports (3 minutes each)
a. Mac Kennedy- Bike Comm

· Vice chair of Bike Comm, the most temporal thing we have done is that the Bike rental program will be up and running on Monday with five bikes. The new HSSB intersection is cool, there are new parking near the library and the music department. We are trying to do bike education for the first years to make biking safer. WE are having them patch up the path by Santa Ynez as well. We are trying to replace old racks around campus and just make general improvements like that. 

· Next year we are going to try to fix the concrete path between Girvetz and the music building. We tried doing an initiative to put a roundabout outside student affairs and we were about 100 signatures short, so another reason I’m coming is to have you all vote on passing it. Nobody we asked said no about passing it. 

b. Stacy- IAC

· Wanted to talk to you about how our performance has been. Right now we are a little under on fixed income, and we are over on our cash and about equal on liquidities. 

· There is a potential for tapering, but we are seeing a good rise in spending.

· Last year we did really well in investing and really benefited for low interest rates that helped expand the market. As interest rates rise we think these large stocks have hit their top. We have a risk of investors seeing that company as less desirable. We are in a lot of mobile services like apple and Verizon and those have done really well, but over the last couple of months we have seen them do poorly as the market has been saturated. 

· We have changed the portfolio and we are more efficient. 2014 we are getting out of mobile and watching the tapering and the manufacturing market and watching investor pullback. WE started a macro group that looks at all of the data for US and global. If manufacturing pulls back we try to figure out what stocks are affected. 

· We use our macro team to give us a top down view on what is going on with the entire economy. We also created a portfolio analytics group to monitor and make sure we aren’t taking any losses on anything. 

· Working with Montecito bank and trust makes our portfolio a little risky and diminishes our return a little.

c. Belen- SIRRC

· Was going to introduce my replacement but she had to leave for a meeting. She was here for a bit.

· SIRRC is doing an event, tabling at high schools to answer questions about how to apply to college or admissions. We have a mentorship program at San Marcos high school, this year we are taking them to colleges in San Diego. 

· We are collaborating with HU and helping them with their mentorship program. 

· WE also have been working on a conference style thing for student to know what options are available to them after graduation. I believe Garrett form IV Screen Printing will be there to help out with starting your own business. 

· Study Jam is March 13th at Annex or the MCC.
C-2. Executive Director’s Report

a. Dr. Marisela Marquez

· The recruitment process for the IV Community Advisor continues and the committee should have a set of candidates inviting them to campus for interviews at the beginning of Spring Quarter. 
· Pardall Center: Lili Hartounian. We hired a 50% time person (temp same as Jeannette), Lili Hartounian, and the other 50% time will be covered by student employees.  Lili will be present typically 5-9pm; but may have extended hours during dead week and finals. Students will be interviewed next week to make up the hours, not covered by Lili.
· Bike Rental Program- I’ve authorized the purchasing of the bike rental inventory. Jesse will be setting up the bike rental program contract, check in and check out systems and the grand opening of this projected to be March 10, 2014.
· Election management. Contracting with Qualtrics is working out really well.  They will be charging us 3,000.00 for access to the software.
· Signature Gathering for Placement on the Ballot
· AS Foundation- I will be meeting tomorrow morning from 9-10am with Jeff Harris and Nick Schneider, our local attorney to discuss how to structure it under our non-profit tax id status.
C-3. Executive Officer Reports (10 minutes each)

a. AS President Jonathan Abboud

· SURF was successful, we got 3300 signatures, so thanks to everyone who helped out with that. WE are starting campaign planning starting after this weekend. Creative media is working to incorporate the new student jobs into the budget. It’ll be 4 prongs, there will be an education one, a graphic design. I’m working on figuring out how much money we will need to pay. 

· Meet with Hannah Beth Jackson and they really like the idea of creating a requirement for before you attend school. I missed the Neopolitano meeting since the airport cancelled my flight. The rest of the other presidents brought up the master plan and she apparently like the idea a lot. They had a lot of productive discussion. They discussed the cigarette ban and wanting to unban the e-cig, as well as talking about the sexual assault issue and I believe someone brought up IV for me.

· Get your meningitis shot, its really important for you all to set an example. The school spent 2 million dollars on it and it’s a serious disease and not enough students have gotten the vaccine. They are estimating 25% of students are carriers. 

· We had three gauchos in the selection out of nine in the pool for Student Regent. 

· I finished the preliminary budget and I will be presenting it early spring quarter. 

· The alumni mentorship finally has software, and we are meeting about that soon, hopefully it will be available in Spring.

· I went to a ton of the BCCs who are upset about the restructure and talked to them about it. WE sent out a lot of emails telling them to contact me, some people didn’t and now they are in a rut. They’ve been out for months, so I would say table it anyways to not upset people, but to be honest I think I have explained it as many times and as simply as possible.

· SIDE is going really well, it had a positive impact with the Letters and Science Committee.

· Met with CODE, its looking good, but the numbers are still looking a little off. They sent money aside each year for a wow factor, and I think that should be repurposed as getting disabled students to class is more important than having a new tv in the lounge.

· Have been working with the Dance, Pep, and Cheer teams on their demands to be treated the same as everyone else and not as sub groups from athletics. 
b. IVP Kyley Scarlet

· Honoraria, there are still people who did not apply, so we will do another one with a phone vote. Your first Senate meeting will have an outdoor public forum, more info on that later

· Talent show will be in Campbell hall to the HUB depending on cost. Auditions are in mid April

· AS emails will start happening I talked to BCCs who are against it. There will be no mess up on people not receiving emails.

· Creative media will be four pronged with a director, education, career advancement, graphic arts marketing and programming as well. There will be student jobs and interns. It’ll help with jobs after graduation.

· Restructure bills, just table them. Don’t do recess, I’m leaving around 10 as I’m feeling sick.

· Senator of the week is from Scott O! The other Senator of the week is Amir. 

· I sent out updates on honoraria. Ill discuss that later. 
c. EVPLA Alex Moore

· We talked about legislative options to deal with sexual assault son campus.

· It looks like El Nido is going to be repaired next year, they are also looking on 65-67 sueno as well. They only have 2 million so they are stretching it pretty thin. I also talked to the arborist, and talked about the street tree partnership. We talked about how to reinstall street trees since it makes the loop look a lot better and a lot more broken up. I also left a packet of pictures of a ton of bad roads. 

· We did the lighting walk today and did all of IV in an hour and forty-five minutes. We had more than 50 volunteers, we did that by hitting up the Greek orgs in order for them to meet their volunteer hours. 

· WE talked to Doreen Farr on a day at the county, looks like there will be another meeting on that in a week or two. We want to base that on the Cal program that does year long internships with local government up in Berkeley. It’s a resume builder and gets people involved in local government

· The Nest visit is Friday, please go to that or the Master Plan meeting, we need to have student representation. We are working on assembling a list of who would allow non-resident parents to cosign.

· There is a spring concert series were working on which is a run up to chillavista that showcases of different styles of different artist. 

· Coffee with the Cops didn’t come together this quarter, but it’ll happen in April. 

· We are having a safety app meeting with Mark Fischer, Jill form the Womens center and that’ll be a good opportunity. I also want to talk about the lack of subtlety on the camera that went up as well.

d. EVPSA Alexandria Choate

· I sent my exec report out and attached my official statement about the Irvine withdrawal.

· We met with doss Williams and Hannah Beth Jackson along with tbtn about the sexual assault. Hannah Beth already had a piece of legislation about it, I recommend you take a look about it. 

· Again we wanted to have something that was a mandatory overview of sexual assault and violence before entering college, and that got a good response from Hannah Beth Jackson.

· She was receptive to that as well as gender roles and binaries. We are hoping to have the TBTN people help out. One of her main concerns was that the UC wouldn’t be open to implementing it, but we have some leverage. There is a group of 30 students at Berkeley that is suing the university for how they have handled sexual assaults. 

· UCSA Board Meeting- after talking to the EVP over there, they still have to have their executive branch approve their withdrawal of fund. Along with all the concerns Irvine brought up, there was a lot of talk about restructuring UCSA. We have all had issues with how it is structured and its effectiveness. I have already been working on it. There are a lot of things that could be done better, taken out, or added. 

· UCLA recently redesigned their student id cards with resources on the back. We could put the CSO number, 911, sexual assault services on the back. This is especially relevant to first years, as they have their access card on them at all times and always have these resources. That might be a project for someone to take up.

· They have updated the higher education report card, that’s where prop 30 came in to bring back some funding. Basically the report card rates legislators based on how they vote based on that legislation, such as higher education.
