a. Angela Lau- AAB

· Wanted to give some updates on what was done last quarter and plans for this quarter. WE had two successful study Jams in the Pardall center, so that was really great, this quarter we are trying to expand our hours into the weekend as well so that students will have that access.

· We are also trying to arrange a professor student meeting.

· We read through a document against online education, as there were a lot of ideas about using online education instead of lectures. The committee I was sitting in they wanted to do a lot more with online education, such as online recorded lectures that would give students more access to lectures regardless of if they were unable to go to class.

a. Dr. Marisela Marquez

· Personnel- 
· Adam Jahnke has accepted the Bike Shop Coordinator position and will begin work on April 14. Sarah Seidschlag will be his Supervisor.
· The IV Community Advisor search will resume this week now that students have returned. 
· The Box Office And Financial Enterprises position is open and has applicants- needing to form the search committee.
· The Record-keeping Specialist will close this week and the committee will begin with their first meeting this Friday.
· The Environmental Advisor position will be entered for classification this week. 
· The Financial Analyst position is being reviewed for job description updates in preparation for Claudia’s retirement.  The workload is also being distributed to a few other people to train in various aspects of the position over the next few weeks to ensure there is not a lapse in the payroll area. Claudia Alphin, Financial Analyst, after the serving UCSB for over 20 years is retiring as of June 27, 2014.
· The Assistant Director for Business Services we will be opening up for recruitment soon.
· The Assistant Director for Governmental Affairs, Florence Raven Nocar, resigned as of the 31st of March.  I’m reviewing this job description and will enter into the recruitment phase soon. 
· Cory Graves has increased her time to 100% to take on help with revising the Legal Code and advising the Senate with Marisela as of Monday March 31, 2014. Her title for this work is Student Senate Advisor. 
· Ongoing Issues:
· Textbooks: I’m currently working with students on devising a AS Business Service which will be something of an “online book swap” or book exchange site.  This is being worked on by the Office of the President, Derek .
· Executive Director’s Workload: I’ve picked up the workload left by Flo in relation to working with the Executive Committee and Officers of AS; which includes staffing their meetings, attending retreats and helping to manage projects. The Execs had a retreat this past weekend (on Saturday evening) wherein they laid out their objectives for the rest of the quarter.
· AS Student Strategic Plan: I’m working with the AS Strategic Planning Effort, supporting Jimmy Villarreal wherever needed.
· Taxi Cab Project: I’m working on finalizing the taxi cab project which would help all UCSB students by providing transportation that would be then charged to their BARC, if they were unable to pay at time of service.

· New Projects/Issues: 
· Orientation for the Association.  President Abboud, Internal Vice President Scarlet have requested that a standing, regular and expected orientation process be developed and instituted this year.  
· Implementation of the AS Restructure will be taking my time over the next few weeks as I review career staff workloads to meet the new structure.  More on this as it develops and if the Senate passes them.  

C-3. Executive Officer Reports (10 minutes each)

a. President Jonathan Abboud
· Every two years we are supposed to reapportion the number of senators that are residential. Its supposed to be done before people know what they can run for, and that was never done. The numbers came in and there is a decrease of two senators, so I guess you have a choice of whether or not to ratify the new numbers or not. If you do, it would be not in good faith to the people who signed up to run, as the Association advertised 13, and if you approve it, there will only be 11. Its up to you, you need 50% plus one. Then there is a part of the restructure to change it to 25 permanently, so now that if we lost two, imagine trying to replace the workload of two people. 

· This way it’ll keep the Senate where it is since the school will keep growing and if Senate keeps growing it could be rather inefficient. 

· SURF finished up the ballot language for that, and we need a video for that to explain what it is and what’s going on. 

· If anyone has questions about the restructure let me know, I will present it Monday at FB, and then send it to you. WE will be doing a budget survey tomorrow among students to see where the priorities are and adjust it from there.

· We are trying to see what we can do on the textbook front to make textbooks affordable

· AS reunion will be happening still, we will be asking for money from them for our endowment, let your alumni friends know. We want to bring money into AS without raising student fees.

· The charter, I think we reached a compromise, I gave having the President as a voting member in order to get Senators as voting members.

· The strategic plan will have forums next week, and we will have them for AS and the general student body. 

· Spring into AS was pretty popular today, there were not as many Senators as we wanted today. People came by and just checked it out. We will have a bounce house on Friday next to the SRB.

· There will be a few things to get the new elected officials orientated a little better. Week 5 we will have a meeting with the new exes, old exes and Marisela. Later will be a retreat with all the new execs, senate, and old execs. Hopefully the new people will be trained.

· SIDE Is going up for approval on Thursday
b. EVPLA Alexander Moore
· The Deltopia post card went out and we have a contest to see if you can catch the typo and email, then you are entered into a drawing. 

· We have a community forum tomorrow with MTD to talk about expanded services and ways to improve their service. WE invited a ton of non-student residents as well as students. MTD hung some flyers up on the bus stops themselves and we have worked with locals to spread the word. There will be interpreters there so that Spanish speakers will be able to speak and be heard as well.

· There is a lot of confusion about Deltopia. To the best of my knowledge, the festival ordinance that everyone is freaking out about has been on the books for going on 20 years. Its what makes the Santa Barbara Bowl have to go through a process to get permits. It just forces people holding large events to be insured, rent a space, ect. I really don’t think this is the end of partying in IV like I have seen on social media. IV Foot Patrol does want to shut down large parties this weekend, but I doubt it will flow over. If you all can calm your friends, that would be great. 

· Beatrice has been working on a re-envisionment of the isla vista master plan. The justification for a lot of the new buildings going up is that they fit the master plan. There ahs been no student input since 2007. There are definitely things that have changed in Isla Vista, and things we should be putting effort into such as mixed income housing. It hasn’t gone anywhere for 7 years, and we need an area of concern that the county can pass specific things for the area.

c. EVPSA Alexandria Choate

· Hope everyone had a good Spring Break, here to answer some questions from the online education.

· Changing by-laws and looking to have 4-5 students appointed to be consistent lobbying presences. UCSA has been granted a 501C(3) status, which lets them apply fundraising money to everything.

· Leg con, there were 11 students that went to DC. It was a great experience and I think they got a lot out of the trip and learned a lot about student loan debt. Unfortunately it snowed on Monday and the government shut down so we couldn’t lobby.

· We will be lobbying on the UCSA campaign as well.

· There was supposed to be a call in for CMAT but it got postponed to April 23rd.

· The Regents meeting- the student advocate to the regents application is now open, it’s a great experience to speak to legislators.

· I was concerned in what was written in that report as the system doesn’t cut costs at all, and it doesn’t force students into taking classes. It allows students to log in and take courses through the website and it will give a description of what the course is cross listed as depending on campus. These are not MOOCs, which failed miserably elsewhere.
