B. PUBLIC FORUM
· Barbara- Voice for Jewish Peace

· Excerpts from Jewish voice for peace. “Israeli policies have already created a defacto state built on the presence of separate but unequal laws for Jews and non Jews. We believe the struggle for freedom will end just like the struggle has ended in South Africa. But only when all parties can sit together with equal power. Israel is the only power with nuclear weapons and backing of the US. Other areas remain occupied, impoverished and controlled. This movement for us as Jews is a religious obligation to remind friends to live by their values. It is non violent and a way to liberate our communities. Why direct action through divestment- MLKjr wrote “You may ask why direct action, why sit in marches and so forth, it’s a negotiation. We are right in calling for negotiation. Non-violent direct action causes people to confront the issue. The issues from divestment make people feel uncomfortable; MLK Jr and Rosa Parks made people feel uncomfortable. 

· Rand Clark- Jewish Voice for Peace Divestment

· Thank you for the opportunity to give input. We are a national organization of Jewish and non-Jewish people opposed to the occupation in Palestine. We have a unique voice to contribute. Being Jewish does not make us automatically support Israel. As Jews we are aware of the history of oppression that we faced. We have made journeys to realize the experience of past abuse does not allow us to do the same to other people. One can and must acknowledge the pain and suffering the expulsion of Palestinians from their home. This might make Jewish UCSB students uncomfortable. If the students want to stand by human rights violation do much to make them uncomfortable, then their possible lack of awareness should be evaluated. A little bit of discomfort is a small price to pay for justice. The university is supposed to make students rethink thing, and afflict the comfortable. It sis said that this would diminish dialogue between Jewish and Palestinian students, but the current dialogue refuses to acknowledge the pain one side is feeling. Today they are far from equal, Jews and Palestinians face different laws based solely on ethnicity. We urge you to pass this resolution. 

· Kristian with a K OSA Statement

· In regards to the resolution to divest from companies… apartheid, the AS Office of the student advocate will not take an official stance. · Mone Makkawi- SJP

· Just going to share a quick story. This past summer went to Lebanon and worked in Palestinian refugee camps. I was talking to a refugee and he was telling us about his experiences since his family was forced to move. He has been a refugee his whole life, and was talking about how he can see all these people achieving things like going to the moon while everyone he knows lives in impoverishment and struggles to get water and basic needs. He was talking to us about that and if he was told he could go back to Palestine he would go back even if he has to sleep on the ground. The military occupation of Palestine is affected real people every day. They struggle to live and all they want to do is go back and they have no rights since they are not citizens. This is what our student funds are going towards even in a minute way. Caterpillar and Hewlett Packard benefit from these actions and our funds are going towards this. As an educational institution we should not have our money going to this It ahs nothing to do with religion, we are a public university and we should not pay for anything that doesn’t go to education.

· Nikki- Divestment

· I am an anti divestment pro peace activist. The resolution before you have a jey purpose that is not financial. It is one side of the most complex international issues. I would like to read a few quotes. The handbook states that divestment campaigns places Palestinian groups in a favorable light. Don’t base measures of success on the passing of this. Divestment was introduced in N America as a way to boycott Israel. It is creating a platform for a one sided view and promoting broader boycotts against Israel as a whole, not to inspire a debate or to direct actions for human rights. Its to determine Israel is guilty and whether or not to punish it. Is it actually guilty, and what is the agenda behind this initiative. Can you prove Israel is guilty? Every single claim is false, misleading, or wildly exaggerated. I am no way providing blind support for Israel, but to take a better look at the allegations made against Israel. Members of my community will be going through these and debunking the myths. I hope you listen closely and learn something. We will show how this sells itself as human rights, but in reality it is injustice. I hope you will vote no and support truth, justice, and human rights. I hope we can move past this and find a truly peaceful way past this.

· Elad- Divestment

· The main question is Israel really making the things proposed in this resolution. I would like to provide context- they built a wall for security, the barrier has effectively put an end to suicide bombings and protected the people. Going to the mall before this meant constant fear, riding the bus was avoided, and going to a restaurant took faith. AS an 8 year old I remember reporting about a bomb in a nightclub in Telavive and such an event was a daily event. Many of you know your Jewish friends who participate in Passover, and many never come back. Imagine where we are no longer safe to celebrate our holidays. Israel was forced to establish checkpoints and a security barrier; the wall doesn’t violate human rights, but protects them. They are fighting against terrorism. There is a price to these security measures, and Palestinians have born that brunt. Pro Palestinian NGO stated that in recent years hey have scaled back on regulations. The military power used by Israel is a legal blockade to block terrorist groups from using rockets and bombs in Gaza. Israel exists until we obliterate it according to those states and Israel has the right to protect themselves.  

· Evan Goodman- Divestment 

· I work with students of all different persuasions every day. I want a Jewish homeland where the Jewish people can live in peace and security and I want a Palestinian homeland where Palestinian people can live in peace and security. I bring in guest speakers into Hillel and other places I work. This is not a simple situation it cannot be seen in black and white and it must be resolved with direct negotiation between the two sides. I don’t support this resolution, as it will not bring peace closer, it will not make our campus a place where people can get along and engage in dialogue. I work with Jewish students all the time we have had a lot of prospective students come to the campus and nine out of ten times the first question they ask about is campus climate and divestment. They ask me about this before Deltopia and everything else. They understand the challenges and joys of living in Isla vista. They want to know about how the Jewish community is treated. I am proud to say we work with all kind of students who are both pro Israeli and pro Palestinian students who take both sides. There are several Jewish leaders throughout the community that I asked not to come here tonight, I am here representing many people who care deeply about this and who are hoping for a peaceful solution. I am here because I am a rabbi and I am maybe not a gaucho, but come this fall I will be the parent of a new gaucho. I am an advocate for peace and I am against divestment.

· Shirley- Divestment

· I was born and raised in Israel and I lived there until 2003. I was never taught to hate Palestinians at school or at home, and that why it is so hard for me to understand why so many Palestinians attacked me and my family. I was not allowed to go to the movie theater or playground. My grandfather was kidnapped and physically and emotionally abused by them. I was personally affected by this. I feel all this resolution does is attack my community and target us. It is anti-Semitic. I fully support dialogue about this, but divestment is not the way. I am an advocate for peace and I oppose this.

· Olivia- Divestment

· I would like to address false accusations. This resolution states that Israel is an apartheid state comparable to South Africa. This is false, Israel is not an apartheid state and neither are the Palestinian territories. To make these comparisons is insensitive to people both in and out of this situation. In South Africa people of color could not be citizens vote or be in the same areas as white people. · Omar Jishi-Divestment

· 3rd year Palestinian. I have never been to Israel or Palestine, and my family hasn’t been there since they were expelled in 1948. Peace takes two, and I ask people to look at the occupation Palestine has been under for 60 years. They have had hell brought down on them in the form of walls, checkpoints, and humiliation. When does the idea of justice constitute this? This is not a pro or against Palestinian, there is nothing but peace. What kind of peace is just? Seeking justice is greater and more noble than peace. South Africa lived in peace, and it sure as hell wasn’t just. I am here to play our part, however small, in justice. Me and my fellow Palestinians will remember another event of occupation. I want all the words to make a single word- homeland.

· Ansel

· A constituent asked me to read this, it is difficult to read but it is important. 

· “For the last few weeks, I have been trying to go through multiple channels to speak out about my sexual assault. During fall quarter, I was sexually assaulted by a Senator and have started trying to speak out about it recently due to her anti-sexual violence platform. I originally tried to publish the story through the Daily Nexus as an op-ed, but after being hesitant about it for almost a week, they finally decided not to publish the story for fear of the appearance of “mudslinging.” OPP is good at creating an omnipresent force that caused them to fear lawsuit for libel – which it wouldn’t be – and a Judicial Affairs case against me and the Daily Nexus. OPP has created a safety net around this person by surrounding her with people in positions of power. I tried to go through Elections Committee and Judicial Affairs, both which I initially did not trust, due to feeling pressured by the Daily Nexus to do so in order to gain credibility for the story. I even went to the police, when reporting sexual violence to law enforcement as a survivor can be incredibly triggering and when police presence at all is often triggering for marginalized identities and communities. However, it was still not enough. Prior to elections, I did not publicly come forth with my story because this person was widely known in A.S. circles as my mentor. But watching her speak constantly and proudly about how she works to end rape culture, to end sexual violence, about how drunk consent is not consent – I finally snapped. In the middle of winter quarter, I began to speak about the assault within my social circles and rumors began to circulate. During this time, this person suddenly stopped attending Take Back the Night meetings and events, despite having been very actively involved as their Senate liaison. Take Back The Night heard the rumors and contacted me for more information. I confirmed that I was the survivor and they removed her from TBTN as their liaison. They told me: “when we informed her that it would be necessary to remove her, she did not respond with any discernable emotions. Her response was ‘Okay.’ We asked if she would like to know why we were removing her, and if she was curious about our decision process, she said ‘No.’ We did not push to give her more information because we did not want [the survivor] to face backlash for coming forward. The lack of engagement in the conversation on their part was surprising. Since then, she has made zero contact with Take Back The Night.” It is also difficult to find people who will believe me because a great struggle I face in this situation is that I do not fit the mold of society’s ideal survivor nor does she fit the mold of the ideal assaulter. I am an openly queer woman of color, and so is she. Because of this connection and sense of solidarity, she was widely known in A.S. circles as my mentor, or as she referred to herself, my “mama bear.” I trusted her wholeheartedly, I saw her as one of my role models. And she abused this position of power and betrayed my trust. For the students involved in A.S. spaces who know both this person and me, I know that I am not a saint – I am an average person, and whatever persona I may give off does not justify my assault. Coming out as a survivor is always difficult when we live in a culture that routinely slut-shames women, delegitimizes the need for full consent, and tells women they were “asking for it.” But in a situation where both parties involved were queer women of color, and had a close platonic relationship prior, these methods of silencing happen even more strongly in ways very particular to their identities. And although anti-sexual violence advocates have been trying to get the point across forever that the majority of sexual assaulters are people close to the survivor, people don’t really seem to want to believe it when it happens in their own lives. Her close mentor relationship with me made it possible for this to happen, and that is not a valid argument against my experience. For months, despite fully supporting the admirable work done by TBTN as a safe space for survivors, I could not bring myself to wear their t-shirt or attend their rallies due to her close connection to them. Please be aware of the backlash that I’m going to receive for speaking out on my experience, how hard this process was for me, and how difficult being a survivor is on this campus. I hope that I can potentially provide an avenue for people who have also been assaulted by people in power to speak about their experiences. I am not trying to pull any political move. I am a survivor who has continuously been made unsafe and silenced on this campus. As someone who has seen people use sexual assault as a platform for campaigning and political power, I cannot remain silent despite all those who have tried to keep me that way. This is what rape culture looks like.”
· Anisha- HRB
· Finished the Zine. You can get some more information and I have a letter, HRB supports divestment.
· We vote to endorse the resolution for divestment and we are a collective made up of over 30 organizations. We believe it is the universities duty to take a stance against human rights violation and divest against the harm of Palestinian people. · First I want to talk about marginalization, then logistics of divestment, and then the human rights violations that have happened. Both sides have had marginalization from other sides. We have been asked to oppose this resolution as it targets Israel as one state. It was proposed as us supporting companies that directly fund Israel against Palestine is UCSB community taking a stance. Our investment in these companies means things to students who affiliate with Arab countries and Palestine. · Max Samarov

· I am a graduate of this university, and I just wanted to address something that was just said. I do not think it is accurate to say that this resolution is taking the university from the conflict entirely. There are major corporations funding the terrorist organizations as well as the Israeli side. I do not think it would completely take money out of the conflict but rather only of one side. 

· The resolution considers this as a critical examination of Israel; I agree that this is not an attack against Jewish people. But the resolutions language itself is not only this, but states that Israel is built on Palestinian land and negates the struggle of the Jewish people. Accusing Israel of perpetuating apartheid is slander. The founder of BDS has been quoted to say they oppose the existence of A Jewish state. There’s a clause that lists organizations that support the conflict. Jewish supporters of divestment and BDS exist, but are a tiny minority of the Jewish community; polls say that only 4% support this. However 90% support Israel’s existence and would be devastated if it failed to exist. BDS calls for a violation of Israel; I do not see how this can be seen as anything other than an attack on Jewish rights. It’s an example of tokenization and it should not be acceptable in any case. We have Americans, Ethiopians, and all groups of people serving there. There is a certain protocol you go through before engaging people. We were not allowed to use our rifles, but rather tear gas, which sound extreme and a little familiar. The media portrays this wrongly. Many of you think this wall is for oppression, but the Great Wall of China was not built for decoration either.
