I got involved through a Facebook post
Getting involved in SCORE allowed me to become a senator
Without SCORE I wouldn’t have been in AS
I bring this up because you will see the proposed budgets today
The reason I bring this up is to emphasize a problem with one of the budgets
Senator Kaayal and I created the Global Gaucho Commission to make sure we stood amongst our communities to be represented with us
Originally the Global Gaucho Commission proposed $60k and what they thought their expenses would be best used for 
After sending out the spread sheet, F&B thought that it was appropriate to only allocate $8k which is then the lowest funded BCU
I wanted expecting to get $60k but I thought this money could be best used to serve those students
I am going to read statements of the students in SCORE about getting the budgets cut
Statement regarding SCORE funding (For Full Statement Refer to Exhibit A)
Maalizadeh:
Where in record does it say that we didn’t fund it because of the need for translators?
Gercia:
I discussed this with members who were present at F&B where they raised concerns that there was a need to hire a translator, and some other things presented were about how international students would use the funding
Are you aware of the term slander?
Kopel:
I wasn’t to be there for the budget hearing, but I am wondering where you came up with the $60k amount, which is much higher than many BCUs that we have already?
Grecia:
We were not expecting $60k, but we came up with that because other international student orgs sent us their yearly expenses and that is how we calculated it 
That budget was submitted to F&B
Even though you are happy with the amount, are you asking senate to reconsider the budget?
Grecia:
We are presenting it because the situation did happen, and it was problematic
This was one of the commissions that was severely cut
This was a situation that happened and all the members of F&B thought it was ok to fund this amount of money
It is about the budget but also the situation that happened
There is an international students adviser board that exists, and we all had to go and ask the organizations their budgets so that is not just a rough amount
Reyes:
I wasn’t at the meeting because I was sick 
Due to concerns that there is no trial and error basis to ensure that this funding will be used, how can we ensure that we pass that trial and error?
Grecia:
The international advisory board exists and they can speak for themselves and they make these programs
They know how to spend their money 
I understand the need to be skeptical 
There is inconsistency when this situation also applies for other organizations
Maalizadeh:
Has the OISS been aware of the messages for fixing the budget that have been sent to Grecia?
You have known about this for a month now so why is this just now coming up?
Grecia:
I don’t know how the F&B procedures fully work so I would hope that F&B would have approached us if there was such drastic budget cuts
I don’t think that every BCU should have to approach F&B about their budget
Ho:
When was this group aware of the funding that they got allocated for them?
Grecia:
Last board meeting on Friday for everybody
2 weeks ago when we first heard
Gessesse:
I want to understand a little bit more
There were not minutes taken during that meeting?
Grecia:
My house mate is the minute taker but she said that she wasn’t supposed to 
To my knowledge those minutes don’t exist
IVP:
It was a closed meeting
Maalizadeh:
Are you aware that when we did convene as a meeting that it wasn’t a BCU yet? That it was sent into legal code but wasn’t officially voted upon yet? Are you aware that the  F&B decisions made were before we knew that the BCU was going to be formed?
Grecia:
The timeline was a little tricky
It was going to be a commission and I informed people about it
It was already in the works

President’s Budget for the 2018-2019 Year
Hieu Le & Ian 
*Budget allocations for President's Budget Proposal for 2018-2019 Year read aloud
We wanted to break down the numbers about how the budget is formulated
Past budgets have been formulated for 17k students but we bumped it up to 19k 
Each student pays $210.61 
Kaayal:
You mentioned honoraria is important but it says $0 for honoraria?
Hieu:
I did allocate money 
There are no formal positions yet filled but we want to set aside an appropriate amount of money for those who are going to be involved 
I have the budget and it says $0 is it going to be added?
Hieu:
The $10k was based on a 10-month trial
I did mean to include the honoraria in addition to the $10k already allocated
Gessesse:
I wanted to know about the budget cut for SCORE and why they weren’t fully funded?
Ian:
SCORE is a lock in, so they get their whole lock in, and they requested additional funds for the SOC conference
We funded the conference but we did not fund them the full amount for them to have additional funds
Hieu:
I agreed with F&B on that assessment 
It is their job to allocate funds for those who want money
Where is the jurisdiction written on that for other groups coming in?
Hieu:
To request money in order to provide this expenditure when F&B already does this is repetitive and undermines their authority
Julia (Proxy):
About the 40k difference for the public and mental health commission. Are there are other things that account for the budget change?
Hieu:
Our 50k we allocated them 9 months for the trial period 
We cut down on the trial month since the flu is a seasonal thing
These are trial runs and since this is newly established organization but take it on a month by month basis where there are other groups that need the money
This is not to prevents the public and mental health commission to get more money if they need to 
Kopel:
On top of the entities that have lock in fees can any entity ask for additional funds?
Hieu:
Yes 
Were TBL and SCORE the only entities that came to ask for additional funding?
Ian:
Only lock in groups asked for additional funding and some asked to change their budget from the previous year
Reyes:
It seems backwards that this group is trying to reserve money, and you are saying that it is F&B jurisdiction, but you tell us to do that? It seems backwards to me
Ian:
I am the CFO but I don’t talk to F&B
SCORE has funds they can hold onto or give out but they wanted additional funds 
There are plenty of times those groups come in requesting money and they get allocated that money
Martinez:
Every BCU has people come, so what’s the difference of SCORE giving out money than other groups?
Ian:
Other groups lock in or not already have a budget to operate on and their budget is outlined and they set aside money in their funds already to allocate to others
Asking for extra money to do this allocation is different
I am trying to see the difference between F&B versus the BCUs responsibilities to do this allocation. How are you going to approve the funds for this program when BCUs actually work with these people and know how much money they need?
Ian:
We go through training to give out additional money 
The students have given them the funds for them to give out money to the rest
Kaayal:
In regards to the public and mental health commission, do you know what the rest of the money was supposed to go to?
Hieu:
Almost $10k was for honoraria, and some was for traveling 
We have to be careful in terms of being a newly formed unit with a trial run 
One of the bigger parts of the mental health conference that wasn’t allocated was $10k for the UCSB mental health conference. Why wasn’t that funded?
Hieu:
The mental health conference is in its third year and has been tied to the office of the president which facilitate the mental health conference
In my understanding they had no problems getting funds
Maybe we should designate funds from AS but I have not heard that until now
I think that it should have sustainable funding and it didn’t seem in the past there was problems for funding for this in the past 
Maldonado:
t noticed you almost doubled the money for the investment committee?
Hieu:
They are a large entity that not many know about but they get quite a decent return on the association and they develop a lot of income separate from student fees
I thought that it was important to give more money for their committee to generate more revenue
Do you know if they made more money this year to offset costs?
Hieu:
I do not know the exact amount but they do generate a 3% return on their investments 
It is not significant enough yet to offset the costs yet but with more funding it might be able to 
Julia (Proxy):
Orgs who don’t have a lock in, can they give money to others groups?
Hieu:
Yes as long as they are in line with financial policies and procedures
Gessesse:
I was at the F&B budget hearing for SCOREs, and for clarification, they aren’t asking for additional funds to give out to others, but it is because they are giving up their honoraria to forward their funds towards SOC for it to be held here at campus
They aren’t trying to hog student fees but that is why
I know that there was the doubling of the investment advisory committee. You mentioned minutes earlier, and I have never received minutes from them so I want to know why they are doubling their funding when they aren’t sending out minutes?
Ian:
I am not aware of IAC not sending out minutes
Hieu:
For the IAC, they have been a well established organization for years now
Since there was a statement made that the additional funds that were requested states that part of the money was going to go towards the conference and bid for the SOC, you stated that it undermines F&B. Given the miscommunication since the request was for holding the conference for them giving up their honoraria, does this affect the fact that it is not in equity right now? Does that change their budget since they are now being deducted $7k?
Hieu:
I was not there at F&B but further clarification and looking into it we can go into it more
IVP:
The President cannot change the budget but senate can
Gessesse:
Why was the budget for SCORE deducted?
Hieu:
We should reassess the deduction and get to the bottom of it
My personal take is that they already have an existing budget, so we have to make sure that what they are requesting is valid and if money is going to be allocated to it on top of the lock-in is that it serves a good purpose and I believe the SOC is a good cause
Ian:
If there was a miscommunication then it does need to be reassessed
Martinez:
Do you remember ignoring my messages when I asked you to fund the mental health conference?
Hieu:
I do not recall
It should have been formally sent to my email for requests
Reyes:
This is for Ian. Can you tell me why F&B’s mind-set was to fund $8k instead of $15k for the Investment Advisory Committee? 
Ian:
They said they haven’t gone to a conference in the past 3 years
Did they mention any active events and how the budget was going to be used?
Ian:
For conference and travel 
Ho:
If you look into the individual budgets, what the president allocated in the break down for the IAC does not line up with the full budget
Kaayal:
Would you be willing to allocate money for BCUs for them to give out money to others?
Hieu:
We should be cautious for that because we don’t know how much groups are going to request money for
Cornejo (proxy):
Does the IAC have any mission statements or goals and does that question their accountability?
Hieu:
They do have it
Given that it is an investment committee what is the goal of offsetting student fees?
Hieu:
I wish that there were representatives from the IAC here but it says it in the name of the committee to invest and to get a return on investments to offset student fees
Ho:
The IAC says that they act as an advisory of AS as an adviser for funds 
Maldonado:
Is there a reason that this budget is being presented to us week 6 instead of week 4?
Hieu:
No particular reason
This quarter has been crazy

SCORE: Board Report
We are focusing on transitioning people 
We have planning committees to have organizing skills
In terms of our budget:
SOC is the responsibility of the EVPSA office
That responsibility got transferred to SCORE not that long ago
The responsibility transferred but the money was never transferred so we had to scramble for money for SOC
Neha helped us a lot last year and Austin allocated us money last year
We do not have a secure year for SOC but we have to do this every year
We are not a bank for other orgs
Dycaico:
Can you clarify what the additional funding is for that was requested in the budget?
One is for our honoraria
We normally forfeit our honoraria for events
Another is for SOC because it costs so much
We want to place a bid in for next year so it is more expensive
We also have special projects 
Maalizadeh:
The $24k that is being requested in the budget can you break down how much is going to each?
The $24k are being asked for next year's conference for SOC to be here at UCSB for next year
There are other line items that need more money anyway like honoraria and special projects
So it is intended for the SOC conference?
Yes but if we do not get the bid we have other things that need funding 
Ho:
The budget was supposed to be sent to us during week 3 to stop these things from happening so now we have to do this right now
