B. PUBLIC FORUM
· Monte Angel

· Here to present on nuclear weapons in the UC. A lot of students are not aware of this, but the UC has been involved in research and testing of nuclear weapons since 1943. They played a big part in the Manhattan projects.

· Los Alamos lab is in New Mexico and the regents partnered with the government in 1943. 

· Livermore lab was created in 1949 and it was built to create the fusion bomb. There are a lot of issues with having student fund the creation of nuclear weapons. These labs are exclusively weapons, not nuclear energy. There have been protests since the mid 60s. 

· There has been political maneuvering to quell protests, but the labs are still controlled by UC Officials. 

· The regents ignored efforts and voted to retain management and affiliation with the labs. Activists became more stringent with cutting off ties to the labs, Governor Brown has stated he supports this, and his proposition to convert it into a facility with no weapons was ignored. 

· Campaign of UC Nuclear free was started by a local non-profit and a new generation of activists emerged in 2002.

· Something can be done, and the program was stopped due to a lack of cohesion and now that has been decreased due to involvement of USSA. WE could push to convert the labs to something away from weapons, or to severe completely.

· Was comparing us to other UCs with the budget. We have all been facing the same budget issues and apathy with student rights and student government.

· We had about 42% of pell grant recipients in the UC system. The UC System has been really good about trying to keep the three tenants. 

· State lawmakers have more of a say in schools, and that gives them some kind of power that others in other states have used to censor or control universities. We need to find other sources of revenue, so we do not rely on students or government. 

· We need more alumni to donate, that’s how private schools work. We need alumni more invested in the UC system.

· Here to ask for an exception to our legal code for funding. There is a new org that requested us to fund them to get to DC for a conference, we would be allocating 300 to fund this, and we feel it represents our org and represents Santa Barbara well.

· Here to encourage you to pass the resolution against fracturing. They are used to extract oil from wells, and contaminate wells and contribute to greenhouse gasses. Many cities have now banned fracking, and we would like to include this as well. Last ear it was discovered the oil platform off our coast carries out fracking and in some cases pumps waste right into the ocean.

· In January SB county claimed an emergency drought, and fracking uses 5.6million gallons of water per each well. I care deeply for the state we live in, and while this step is small, it is important for our future.

· Shelby Skogard- EAB

· Wanted to start out that event though we may have opinions on economic issues, we are not economists, so those people who are would have better answers for those kinds of questions. 

· I have seen a lot of these questions asked, and EAB coalition has backed this resolution against acidization and hydraulic fracturing.

· Has been co-coordinating a signature gathering effort to qualify our healthy air and water initiative to ban fracking. We were successful; it will be on the ballot come November.

· We all share the same resources, and we need to move think and work together. 

· Last Thursday a pipeline in LA next to the 5 and leaked 10,000 gallons of oil onto the streets. Yesterday the Santa Cruz board banned above ground support facilities for fracking. Yesterday it was announced that the US will release a report estimating the amount of oil that is inaccessible and wasted in a formation we are all on top of as of now. It is estimated to be about 15 million as compared to an earlier estimate of billions.

I. Personnel
· We are pleased to announce that Omead Poure has been offered and accepted the position of Record Keeping Specialist.  He begins his role as an Associated Students employee on 
Tuesday, May 27.  Omead is located in the AS administration office and can be reached at ext 3374 or omeadp@as.ucsb.edu. Please welcome him to the staff.
· The search committee for the Isla Vista Community Advisor has wrapped up their work and I am interviewing their top candidates tomorrow.  I will let you know the outcome.
I. Projects/Issues: 

· Locking System: I have had several meetings on the matter and the issue has not been resolved.  The matter at hand is that the university does have a policy about accessing doors.  It can be found at: http://www.policy.ucsb.edu/policies/policy-docs/access-control.pdf  The bottom line is that while we do have authority to sign off on our own contracts, the all access control systems installed in University facilities shall comply with campus standards, unless exempted in writing by the senior associate vice chancellor for Administrative Services.  Although AS believes that it did everything it was asked to do, consulted with all of the appropriate University folks, and received all of the appropriate approvals, we have delayed the process at the request of Marc Fisher.  The intent here is to secure AS spaces and do so in such a way that police, fire, emergency personnel can all gain access or close access depending on whether there is an eminent danger.  So, AS staff met with facilities management staff to determine the compatibility of our system with the university’s lenel system (which if you read the policy above is the university’s system) to see if the two systems are compatible and if they are we will be able to move forward.  
· Political Science: The Politics of the University of California: Jonathan, Alex Choate and I met with Eric RAN Smith and Steve Weiner to discuss next year’s course offering.  It will be offered in the Winter term once again. Yay!!
· Events and Ticketing Awareness campaign:
· Sean, Michael Young, John Longbrake and I delivered a report to the university’s Operational Effectiveness leadership to present the progress that we have made on this project.  We agreed to launch date of July 1 and then a larger awareness campaign for the Fall.  I’ve also met with Anna Tiner to develop the project and she has some great ideas.  Let me know if you are interested in working on this project, as it rolls out the campaign.

· Rollovers of account funds: I have received requests for rollovers from the following accounts.  My recommendation is for the Senate to ratify their requests and asking each group to come and explain the use of their funds in the Fall term because many of these requests are based on the fact that not all of the Spring expenses have been paid out, and many provide services over the summer and they therefore need these funds.
