· Monte-Angel Richardson (EVPSA) Changes made to the SAT

· Chair of Human Rights board, wanted to talk about the USSA resolution. I don’t know much about it, and you haven’t advertised a lot about it to the student body. It’s a student association that provides jobs and opportunities for students and it’s ridiculous that you are trying to take away the ability to do this. I don’t understand why you are prioritizing other things over USSA where that’s a space for people to get jobs, get involved, and make connections. C-B. Executive Director’s Reports
a. Dr. Marisela Marquez

· I have a very brief report for you. 

· Our new coordinator for the bike shop is Adam and he is currently going through the inventory and getting it all set up. 

· Attended the strategic plan on Friday and my understanding is that there is an additional survey going out soon for student employees. This hasn’t ever happened before. The meeting Friday was really energetic and I thought it went very well.

· Last week you all passed a new standing policy on orientation, I will be working with Kyley and Jonathan to work out logistics, that was very thoughtful and much needed policy.

· In terms of issues, I don’t know how to talk to you about our online ticketing through the ticket office. That project has been going on and funded by AS for a long time. We have been providing all athletics, music, and theater and dance tickets. I will have a meeting tomorrow with Pollock Theater as well. There is no one calendar where all campus events are listed, and this is about ready to go. It ahs been organized by Sean and about ready to go live to the whole campus. All of the org sync calendar data will go into it and you can schedule directly into that calendar and feed it out to all the other calendars as well. It would be very nice for safety reasons to know where all people are on campus at all times, even private events can be put on there and listed as private. We are linking the app that was presented to you a while ago with this project in order to get all of the info in one place.

C-C. Executive Officer Reports (10 minutes each)

a. President Jonathan Abboud
· First thing I want to talk about is the USSA thing. This is a big decision and there was a lot of misinformation in public forum. AS does not invest in any military operations, and we will still be members of USSA even if we pull out our membership through USCA. You would have to pay a little extra since are not a direct member, but that would not lead up to being 10,000 dollars. People can still go to conferences and be on the board even if we do not directly pay them. If USCA has a high amount of money from UCSB and they pay USSA, then we are still involved. 

· They are just incompetent and do not know how to make things work. If another school has more money and could bring a lot of people then they could vote us out. We have tried to work with them a lot and they have not given us any amount of effort to change, it has been a year now. 

· SURF campaign is underway; I would like to ask for the campaign money. I got some money towards surf now. If you aren’t doing anything with elections please change your profile picture to SURF.

· Want to look into creating a policy for our media, and set up our public image. I was thinking of having a way to monitor those and figure out who owns and controls them. I think the president the IVP and another student should control them. 

· Alex and I were at the IV Committee Monday and things are looking good with having the University on our side about getting Deltopia to be a sponsored event. Our general ideas are to close off Del Playa as a block party, requiring wristbands, as well as a 21 year old wristband. Then having music stages and a station to make sure people are well hydrated as well. 

· I am done with the budget and I put a good amount of money into student jobs, Qcomm and Student lobby got an extra 4,000.  A lot of orgs got well funded when we pulled out. I will send you a paper copy.

· The endowment is going really well, we are finalizing the final terms today, hopefully we will get a lot of donations from our alumni.

· The AS and Comm on Comm website redesigns are coming along now, Comm on Comm about to be live tomorrow. 

b. Internal Vice President Kyley Scarlet

· As senators you need to write up transition reports for people taking over, I will get a template out to you soon. Talent show is next week, we have a group of alumni singers who want to open so that’s exciting. 

· Just got rough draft job descriptions for media, we are hiring students for all of those. 

· Senior video- I have two fellows working on a project for those of you who are graduating. 

· I’m planning the Senate banquet, so if you have ideas for awards get working on that. 

· I am also asking for funds for the sobering center campaign. I will be board painting this weekend if any of you want to do that.

·  A lot of groups going up for fees didn’t know they could request campaign money, so we are moving funds so they can come do that. 

· I have been talking with UCopp with sobering center language, and am meeting with the chancellor tomorrow about it. They are tiny things like adding a period, very small things. I am asking you to hopefully approve this language and minor changes. I promise its all grammatical changes!

· Next week divestment is coming, we will be moving into Corwin, we will have a stage set up and get dinner beforehand in AS Main. I would say come around 5:30. You have seen the rules I have put forth, if you have any other suggestions let me know, I will make posters for around the room.

c. EVPLA Alexander Moore
· Most of my work ahs been geared towards a meeting on Friday with stakeholders, Hannah Beth Jackson, Doreen Farr, Mark Fischer, chancellor yang, and any else that could have decision making authority. 

· It looks like we might have a sponsored fill in or it would be like Halloween where you walk around in silence. I think both have plus and minuses.

· Still working on UCSA restructure stuff that I will present at the board meeting in May. 

· USSA- Jonathan went over all of this, but I will recap. TO clarify, I did know that this was happening and I told the vie president of USSA previously, I made sure they knew about this beforehand. We are still members despite withdrawing our direct memberships due to the money we have given to USCA. WE can attend conferences, and we can still have board members. Students can still be a part of this if they want to . I want to talk about my staff member who did a presentation on USSA earlier this year, I can send it out to you again. She puts her recommendations out. This was a compromise made in 2006 to get other student fees locked in. Most of the campaigns with USSA were effective up until 2009 and there has been a steady decline since them. They are not as effective anymore. We are also overpaying by a lot for minimal membership dues, we are paying 10,000 and membership was supposed to be 4500 until they doubled it. We did have an d-hoc committee, there was a Facebook page, we invited multiple people, they are in this group, we have not been trying to single anyone out in this discussion.
e. Kristian with a K Whittaker- SAG 

· Legal Observers program is now in full effect, we did legal observing for lil b, that was interesting. We will also be providing observation for the divestment meeting. 

· Also been working on the 5 year plan for OSA and how that should look and the office trajectory. I am also finalizing office research for student health and financial aid that should be done soon.
