B. PUBLIC FORUM
a. Gary Haddow- GSA President
· Heard there is an issue with the OSL start up money for graduate groups. AS he understands, departmental GSA asked for money, and I understand departmental GSAs cannot get that money, but I ask that there is a change to the rules made so that they can ask for funding. They put on events often.

· I would also stress that graduate OSL groups are allowed to get start up fees as they do events also for graduates. GSA also gives money to undergraduate groups when they come and ask for it.

b. Monte- Angel Richardson

· The national assessment of educational progress is a report conducted by the department of education for all 50 states. It is put in place by a few pieces of legislation. It shows how the US is doing on a subject by subject basis such as for math, reading, ect. 

· They sample about 2500 students from each grade. 

· I don’t think this works, as standardized assessments are different statewide, and there are not really consequences for them. There are also no qualifications on the wealth of areas, which skews the results.

· We could propose a new enforcement plan and reject No Child Left Behind in order to create a better situation. 

c. AJ Joshi (EVPSA Office)

· Here to talk about legalization. The current law still states that without a medical marijuana license under an ounce counts as an infraction, but it is still federally illegal. About 9.6% of arrests in California are marijuana related. 

· Colorado is putting a 12.9% tax on recreational marijuana and is getting a high profit return.

· It is looking to be on the ballot in 2016, it will be for people 21 and over. 

d. Melissa Ashbod-Johnston and Dennis Gagnon- A Year without War

· A Year with out War started out of SBCC and it is attempting to get about 10% of the worlds population to join up with us to try to get 2020 to be a year without war. We have been going for about 2 years and have visitors from about 90 countries.

· We are searching out the younger generation, this program is big on SBCC and other community college campuses. 

· We would like to start a campus club here and have support from students to get this involved in the UC system.

e. Bailey Loveran

· Here to address Senate as a student, a woman, and a survivor of sexual abuse. A few weeks ago she was in class and had to sit through a viewing of a scene in a movie that depicted a scene was extremely difficult to sit through, and even more difficult to leave and be afraid of being exposed as a survivor of abuse.  There was no warning and no way to avoid it.

· Here to present a resolution to make professors give a warning to students and understand what a trigger warning is and how to use it. It would also ensure that students should not be penalized for leaving. This is not meant to censure or limit classes, but to ask that professors and staff on campus address the student population who may have PTSD or triggers. We want the AS Senate representatives to bring this to the attention of staff and faculty in every department. We are also going to be adding war scenes into the list of triggers to consider the veteran student population.

· Passing this resolution would show AS Senates support.

f. Bailey, Ashley, Zach, Michelle, Shannel- Chief of Staff

· Along with what Bailey just said, this topic will be about the same thing, so if anyone wants to leave, feel free.

· We as the chief of staff want to publicly support the chiefs of staff in their efforts. We are going to the chancellor’s office at 11am on Friday and we request you guys write your own personal letters and we can deliver them for you. You are also welcome to come with us, we would love to have more than just the chiefs of staff.

g. James- QComm

· We are asking to be put on the ballot for spring quarter for the lock in, we did a signature campaign and it didn’t go so well due to poor planning. We are a lesion between Associated Students and the Queer Community. I think it is important to see the student support of our group and have our budget not be cut. Hopefully there will be a lot of info about Pride right before people vote on it.

· Facing Race was great, I know many of you went. 143 people came out, which is up from around 80 from last year.
