Jose, EOP employee: (November 20th, 39th Harvest Dinner at Corwin Pavilion) The Harvest dinner is organized by EOP and it aims to recognize and unite the American Indian population on campus. That population makes up less than 1% of. Last year, we had 250 people attend, including 70 UCSB students. It is a fun, free event with food and entertainment. The budget is $10,000, most of which goes toward food and reserving Corwin Pavilion. We are requesting $300 to pay flutists as part of the entertainment. We have the support of the Chumash nation. This is one of the few events that build a safe space and network for the Native American population but everyone can attend, regardless of their heritage. There will also be a silent auction for scholarships.
