G-1. Events and Discussion 
· Queer TBTN

· Spoke briefly about supporting survivors

· Being self critical and questioning yourself/actions you do when you are in Queer spaces

· Understanding boundaries because queer spaces are the only spaces some people have

· Different people speaking


· Pride events are often celebratory instead of being critical of movements

· We need to continue to criticize the structures in place and not just want “equality”

· Heteronormativity 

· Exacerbates the idea that sex only happens through typical means of sex

· Sexual violence and toxic nature of heteronormativity

· Makes it difficult for queer folx to determine that they are sexual people

· Makes it difficult to define sexual violence with people who don’t fit the common narratives

· Silences survivors

· Predatory behavior gets dismissed because its not real or serious

· Power dynamics that happen in queer communities

· Being predatory in activist spaces and predatory violence can happen in activist spaces and is excused

· Make excuses for behavior but you need to check yourself

· Constantly check yourself and even the small things

· Degree of actions if you feel uncomfortable its legitimate 

· No gradient of how bad violating your space and your body is

· The whatever video

· Video from Isla Vista based youtube channel harassing women into signing “sex contract” ( not the first time that they have done pranks that are basically street harassment

· consent form

· women should be able to walk through IV without having to worry that guys are going to objectify and hypersexualize them

· just a joke?

· making fun of consent is not okay

· Rape jokes are not innocuous. They perpetuate rape culture and promote rape myths which consequently invalidate the experiences of survivors and justify the actions of perpetrators of sexual violence.

· rape culture (or rather, our culture) is a culture in which we are “surrounded with images, language, laws, and other everyday phenomena that validate and perpetuate rape. Rape culture includes jokes, TV, music, advertising, legal jargon, laws, words and imagery, that make violence against women and sexual coercion seem so normal that people believe that rape is inevitable. Rather than viewing the culture of rape as a problem to change, people in a rape culture think about the persistence of rape as ‘just the way things are.’”
· Memes or jokes glorifying sexual violence desensitize us, and significantly impact survivors and perpetrators of sexual violence.
