D. Potential Winter Projects
We want to start looking ahead to potential winter quarter projects that way we can start working towards a new goal over winter break.  

C-1: Compostable containers in dining commons – Does anyone have any ideas on how we can raise awareness of the fact that these are compostable? How can we encourage students to compost these containers? How can we make it convenient for you all to compost as residents in the res halls?

· Issue that no compostable bins are near the dinning commons. 
· Only Ortega has take-out; target Ortega with informational posters.
· The person handing out take-out boxes can be trained to tell consumers where/how to compost the boxes. 
· Digiknow for compostable boxes.
· Contact Mark to see if we can access funds for compost bins/BigBellies.
· Distinguish between campus bins and resident hall bins.
C-2: Any other suggestions? We have money to spend on special projects.

· Waste infrastructure upgrade for the AS building

· Twenty different kinds of bins at the moment; terrible signage, messy; get another compost bin in staff kitchen, one in program board

· Smaller bins so it’s easier to clean and dispose; buy compostable bags

· Present at senate/staff meetings to educate on compostable materials

· Talk to AS to make them more environmental.
· $2000 to spend next quarter for special project

· Make more signs/posters advertising UCSB water stations; Plastic Pollution Coalition currently working on the water station; collaboration with them?

· Club T-shirts or water bottles.
C-3: Does anyone know of any good documentaries out there about waste? If not, would someone be interested in doing a little research on that? We have found one called “The Clean Bin Project” – would be really cool to have our own screening event.

· Free movie & free food; Q&A afterwards to educate water stations, compostable bins, etc.
· $100 to get the rights to show film.
· Determine where in funding to allocate fees.
